Minutes

Klusmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the October 13th city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

The Elm Crest Bond Resolution was reviewed.  Young moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the Elm Crest Bond Resolution.  All voting aye, motion carried.
Allen Tellmann approached the board with an application for encroachment for the property at 6th Street and County Road 139, where Tellmann hopes to construct a grocery store.  Tellmann met with the Planning and Zoning board on Oct. 20th and it  was the recommendation of the P&Z board that the city accept the application.  Schaff moved and Young seconded to approve the encroachment.  All in favor the motion carried.  Tellmann also asked the council to consider a variance of 5 feet on the south side and a 3 foot variance on the west side.  It was the recommendation of the P&Z board to accept the variance.  Kautzman moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the variance.  All in favor the motion carried.   
Water and Sewer

Schaaf moved and Young seconded to renew the city’s current USDA sewer CD and invest an additional $31,320 as required per the city’s USDA loan agreement.  All in favor, motion carried.  
Street Committee
The city received no bids for the waterway project.  The city will make a request for bids in the spring.

The council reviewed the public nuisance abatement procedure.  Fitterer will take a look at which properties have not been cleaned up and have papers served to the owners.
Auditorium committee

Security cameras were installed in the City Auditorium, the council discussed possibly adding one or two more in the future.  The auditorium will be open from 7:30am-3:00pm for walkers during the cold weather season.  Due to some door issues we will request that all walkers use the front door.  Fleckenstein will look into some new door closures for the side auditorium doors.  Kautzman presented the board with some portable ideas for the new auditorium counter top and bar area.  The council will continue seeking options.
NSA School contacted Davis about using the auditorium as a safe place in a time of a possible emergency/threat.  Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to allow the school to use the auditorium as a safe place.  All in favor the motion carried.  
Police Committee

The quarterly judge report was reviewed.  Young moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the judge’s report.  All in favor the motion carried.
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

The council discussed a few different options for continuing the recycling program.  The council will continue to look into additional options.

Building Committee

The council discussed having city employees demolish the property at 5th and main.  Fuchs will write up an estimate to give to the property owners.
Personnel Committee
Fitterer plans to talk with the building inspector regarding some concerns about his availability to the community.  Fleckenstein updated the council about his meeting with the auditorium staff.  Fleckenstein informed the board that there is a leaky window at the auditorium that needs to be fixed along with a chimney leak.  Fleckenstein also informed the board that he met with Paul Hamann concerning his yard.  Fleckenstein was very pleased with the progress that Hamann has made and will continue to monitor the progess.

Old Business
Fitterer addressed the council about having 2 members of the council serve on the P&Z board, since both boards are paid positions.  It was the recommendation of the mayor that one council member continue to serve on both the boards to serve as a liaison without pay.  Young recommended that the city seek at least one new member for the P&Z board. 
The council again discussed the importance of supporting one another and being respectful to one another at meetings and in the public.  
New Business

Davis presented the board with a quote for a new computer.  Davis will seek more information about the quoted computer and present it at the next regular meeting.
The next regular city council meeting will be held Monday, December 8th, 2014 at 6:30pm.
Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
