Attendance

Council Mayor Lynette Fitterer.

Council members present: Delton Kautzman, Eugene Schaaf, Pat Fleckenstein, Delores Klusmann, Aglae Young, Gary Hoffmann
Others present:  City Auditor Melissa Davis, Kaity Olson, Dane Fuchs, Diane Hoger, Wayne Hoger, Shelley Bader, Tina Grade, Stanley Jochim.
Minutes

Klusmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the November 10th city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Wayne Hoger was presented with the citizen of the month award.

Diane Hoger attended the meeting representing the park board.  The park board requested raises for the members and chairman.  Currently, the members receive $50/meeting and the chairman receives $65/meeting.  Hoger requested that members receive $100/meeting and chairman receive $125/meeting.  After discussion Schaaf moved and Young seconded to give both the members and chairman of the park board a $25/month raise, therefore members will receive $75/meeting and the chairman $90/meeting.  All in favor the motion carried.  Mayor Fitterer brought up some concerns that have been brought to her regarding park board procedures.  Hoger also requested that the city works department not push snow into the park this winter, due to it killing grass.  Davis will talk with Fuchs.

Stanley Jochim came to discuss loose dogs that are making a mess in his yard.  Fitterer discussed the procedure for reporting nuisance and at large animals. Residents must start with placing a call to the Morton County sheriff’s department, who will then dispatch local law enforcement.  If local law enforcement deem it necessary they will dispatch the local animal warden to come pick up the animal.
Shelley Bader attended the meeting to discuss an estimate provided by the city to remove the building at Fifth and Main.  Bader felt the estimate was fair.  Fleckenstein moved and Schaaf seconded to accept the $4468.00 estimate as presented.  All in favor the motion carried.  
Water and Sewer

Hoffmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded to accept the $0.36 water adjustment as presented by Davis.  All in favor, motion carried.  
Auditorium committee

The council discussed the new bar/counter project for the auditorium.  The new bar/counter will consist of multiple portable sections which will allow the bar area to be reconfigured for different events.  Hoffmann moved and Young seconded to turn the project over to the Superintendant of Public Works, to allow him to complete the project according to the dimensions of the presented plan.  All in favor motion carried.  Fuchs will complete the project in March.  Hoffmann will visit with Fuchs about additional requests for the bar/counter.  After the completion of the new bar the council will discuss purchasing some additional portable pieces if it is found necessary.
Fleckenstein found some new door closures for the side/front auditorium doors.  These closures are a 40/40 commercial grade closure.  Kautzman moved and Fleckenstein seconded to purchase 3 of the closures at $287.64 each from Fargo Glass, which Fleckenstein will install in the next couple weeks.  All in favor the motion carried.  
Police Committee

The police contract for 2015 was discussed.  There were 3 changes from the previous year’s contract.  Davis will contact Dave Shipman in regards to the changes.   
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

The council discussed options for continuing the recycling program.  The decision was made that the recycling trailer will be made available for residents of the City of New Salem on a trial basis beginning January 1st.  The trailer will be moved out to the city’s transfer station and can be accessed during regular transfer station hours, which are Tuesday 4-6pm, Friday 9-11am, and the second and fourth Saturday 10am-4pm.  You must provide proof of residence by presenting your city water bill.
Building Committee
Fitterer informed the council that city building inspector, Tom Wolff, will be resigning from his position as of March 1, 2015.  Fitterer will place an add seeking a new building inspector, applications will be due Feb. 1, 2015.
Davis informed the council that the owner of the lot at 211 N 2nd St. is three years delinquent on taxes, therefore the property went up for auction but received no bids.  Kautzman moved and Hoffmann seconded for the city to purchase the lot.  All in favor, motion carried.
Old Business
Questions about the city’s possible new computer were addressed.  Hoffmann moved and Young seconded to purchase the computer as quoted by C-Ram, all in favor the motion carried.
Davis presented a letter from city attorney, John Mahoney.  The letter states that city council members can remain on the planning and zoning committee as long as they do not receive remuneration.  Last month, it was the recommendation of Mayor Fitterer that Hoffmann stay on the P&Z committee, but that Young step down from her position.  Hoffmann requested that the council allow Young to remain with the planning and zoning committee since they are in the middle of a perspective new development.  The council was in agreement to allow both Hoffmann and Young to remain on the Planning and Zoning committee without pay.  The P&Z committee is still in need of new members as two other momebers have requested to step down from their positions.  The city has received a number of calls for the positions.  Davis will contact the interested people and have them file some background information with the city. 
New Business

Davis informed the council that she will be out of the office on Thursday, Dec. 11th for NDPERS training.

The council discussed the Morton County Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Kautzman moved and Hoffmann seconded to accept the mitigation plan as presented.  All in favor the motion carried.  The council also discussed Morton County’s new emergency alert system, Code Red.  Hoffmann moved and Young seconded to have the fliers mailed out to community of New Salem in the least expensive way.  All voting aye, motion carried.
Hoffmann presented the council with information regarding the possible new development west and north of the Golden West.  The p&z committee is recommending some changes to the I-1 and I-2 zoning, to protect the city of New Salem.  They want to include in our ordinances some more special uses, which require a special permit.  P&Z would also like to make changes to the corridor overlay district, and the landscaping and screening ordinances.  All of these changes are to help protect the city of New Salem and therefore the developer knows exactly what they can and can not do.
Davis presented the council with information regarding the Bank of North Dakota’s PACE program as requested by Allen Tellmann.  The program assists North Dakota communities to expand the economic base by providing for new job development.  The community, with the help of the economic development committee, can help buy down loan rates for borrowers.  Currently the EDC is lacking funding therefore isn’t sure that they can participate.  Hoffmann will visit with the EDC in regards to participation.
Davis presented the 2015 liquor license renewals for Rud’s, Cenex, Sunset, The Field, and De Udder Bar.  Hoffmann moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the renewal of the licenses as presented.  All in favor the motion carried.
Schaaf moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve the liquor license transfer from Rud’s to Cenex on December 18th for a wine tasting.  All in favor the motion carried.

Young moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the Women’s Life gaming permit.  All in favor the motion carried.

The next regular city council meeting will be held Monday, January 12th, 2014 at 6:30pm.
Hoffmann moved and Young seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
