Minutes

Young moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve the March 9th city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Tax Equalization Meeting

Mayor Fitterer called the Board of Equalization Meeting to order at 6:30pm.  City Assessor, Linda Morris handed out the 2015 annual report for the City of New Salem.  Morris reported that 58 notices of increases were sent out.  The 2015 Assessment increased 13.61% from 2014.  One new application for a 5 year property tax exemption was presented for the property at 409 9th St N, Central Dakota Frontier Co-op.  Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to grant the exemption, all in favor the motion carried.  Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the 2015 tax report with the exceptions of Gary Hoffmann and Leon Samuel.  The motion passed unanimously, with Hoffmann abstaining from the vote. 

Public Hearing

Todd Norton presented the council with a copy of the proposed Ordinance No. 2015-01.  This ordinance will amend and re-enact subsection 13 of section 11, create and enact a new subsection 18-A of section 12, amend a re-enact section 27, amend and re-enact section 28, and create and enact a new section 31-A, all in Chapter 6 of the revised ordinances of the city of New Salem relating to zoning regulations in industrial zones.  Kautzman moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve Ordinance No. 2015-01.  The motion passed unanimously.  
Water and Sewer
Resolution to Ordinance 7.0124 Water and Sewer Rates was reviewed.  Hoffmann moved and Young seconded to approve the resolution as presented.  All in favor the motion carried.
Police Committee

The quarterly police and judge’s reports were reviewed.
Sanitation and Garbage Committee
A draft of an access easement agreement between the City of New Salem and BHT Farm LLP was reviewed.  A few changes were made to the agreement.  Hoffmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded to accept the agreement with the changes.  All in favor the motion carried. 
Building Committee
The council discussed again whether or not a council member can serve on the Planning and Zoning Committee.  Hoffmann suggests that it is difficult to be active in his portfolio of the building committee if he can’t be involved in the Planning and Zoning Committee.  The council agrees it would be good to have Young and Hoffmann continue with the Planning and Zoning Committee.  Fitterer will attend the next P&Z meeting to discuss the restructuring.

The council discussed a recommendation that came from North Dakota League of Cities Attorney, Jerry Hjelmstad, to add wording to our building permits regarding construction and code compliance.  Kautzman moved and Fleckenstein seconded to add the language to our building permits.  All in favor the motion carried.  
Old Business

The council revisited the concerns about trucks going off truck routes.  It is very hard on our city streets if trucks are continually using non-truck routes.  The council encourages all businesses to discuss with their truck drivers the best routes to take in and out of New Salem.  
New Business  
Davis stated concerns about a service contract the city currently holds with Marco for an outdated copy machine.  The council agreed to terminated the contract and get rid of the copy machine.
The city currently owns two residential lots in the city, one on the 200 block of 2nd St N and the other on the 100 block of 3rd St N.  Kautzman moved and Hoffmann seconded to put the city’s lots in the paper for sale on bids, bids will be due June 1st, 2015.
The council discussed CDBG Grants.  After discussion it was decided to pass this information along to the Economic Development Corporation.

The next regular city council meeting will be held Monday, May 11th, 2015 at 6:30pm.
Hoffmann moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
