Attendance

Council Mayor:  Lynette Fitterer.

Council members present:  Delton Kautzman, Eugene Schaaf, Pat Fleckenstein, Delores Klusmann, Aglae Young, Gary Hoffmann.
Others present:  City Auditor Melissa Davis, Robyn Thiel, Dane Fuchs, Diane Rogness, Cameron McClenahan, Alan Tellmann.
Minutes

Hoffmann moved and Young seconded to approve the April 13th, 2015 city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Diane Rogness, brought concerns about sewer backup into her basement on two different occasions.  The problem was in the city’s main.  Klusmann moved and Hoffmann seconded to pay the bill Rogness presented from Clay’s Plumbing.  The motion passed unanimously.
Water and Sewer

Davis has received several requests for bulk water availability since the demolition of the pump house.  The council agrees the city does not have the means for providing bulk water.
Discussion was held in regards to water accessibility at North Park.  Davis will complete interest forms for a CDBG Grant to replace the water line to North Park.
Street Committee

A local resident has stated concern about their curb beginning to crumble in front of their house.  Fleckenstein will research city responsibility and resident responsibility in regards to curb repair and report back at the June meeting.
Fuchs explained to the council that the shop has several items that are not being used and that could be sold including the Elgin street sweeper, Case garden tractor, snow blower, and snowblades.  Hoffmann moved and Young seconded to put on display the aforementioned items for sale by bids due July 1st.  All in favor the motion carried.

Hoffmann presented a residents request for a tire replacement.  The resident believes their flat tire was acquired while driving down 5th Street while the demolition of the building at 5th and Main was taking place.  Hoffmann moved to pay for the tire replacement, the motion died for a lack of a second.
The council discussed whether or not the sidewalk on the corner of 5th and main needs to be replaced.  The council agrees that a new sidewalk should not be constructed at this time due to the unknown use of the property in the future. 
The council discussed concerns regarding Elm Ave., between 2nd and 3rd streets.  The road will need to be fixed after the Elm Crest Addition is completed.  Kautzman will discuss the repairs with Elm Crest Manor.

Fuchs informed the council that Erik Kautzman will be returning as temporary summer help.

Police Committee

The council discussed a citizen complaint about a stray cat entering their yard.  The citizen filed a voluntary statement with the Morton County Sheriff’s Department and Davis forwarded the reports to the City Attorney.
Sanitation and Garbage Committee
The council reviewed the final draft of the access easement to the City Transfer Station with BHT Farms, LLC.  Hoffman moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the access easement as presented.  All in favor the motion carried.  
Building Committee
Hoffmann stated that the P&Z committee will be losing a committee member due to relocation.  Hoffmann stated that John Young is interested in the position, but that John serving on the committee with his wife would be a conflict of interest.  Algae Young agreed to step down from her position with the P&Z committee to allow John Young to serve in the position.  Fitterer recommends that John Young serve on the P&Z committee, the council had no objections.
Old Business

The students of Prairie View were taken to the Historical Society for tours during City Government Week.  The students seemed to thoroughly enjoy their visits.  Kautzman moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve a $250 donation to the New Salem Historical Society.  Young, Schaaf, and Klusmann, voted aye, Hoffmann voted Nay.  The motion carried.  The funds for the donation will come out of the general fund.
June 8th  at 6pm will be deadline for bids on the lots the City is selling.

New Business
Hoffmann moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the liquor license transfers on June 13, 20, and 27 from Sunset to the New Salem City Auditorium.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Davis presented the council with a letter from Linda Morris, New Salem City Assessor, regarding a 5 year property tax exemption for the property at 603 Ash Ave N., Tellmann Properties LLC.  The board agrees there are no local competitors.  Kautzman moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve the exemption.  The motion passes unanimously.
Young moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
