Minutes

Fleckenstein moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the June 8th, 2015 city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors
Diane Mackie brought concerns to the council in regards to her procedures as animal warden.  Klusmann plans to visit with the vet clinic regarding procedures.
The city received several bids for shop equipment.  Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to reject the bid for the street sweeper.  All in favor the motion carried.  Fleckenstein moved and Kautzman seconded to sell the 222 lawn tractor for $261.00.  All in favor the motion carried.  Kautzman moved and Fleckenstein seconded to sell the snow blower for $355.00.  All in favor the motion carried.  
Water and Sewer

Fuchs presented the council with the North Dakota Department of Health Survey,  The Department of Health recommends contacting our city engineer to develop a master plan for the eventual replacement of water mains.  Kautzman plans to contact the city engineer to start the planning process.
Street Committee

The council reviewed a letter received from DFC addressing the issues surrounding their facility in New Salem.  DFC hopes to resolve all the issues that were brought to their attention following the last city council meeting.  Hoffmann was concerned about the future relocation of their water tanks.  Hoffmann suggested that DFC work with the Planning and Zoning Committee to determine their setbacks from the city right of ways prior to moving their tanks.  Kautzman will be in contact with DFC.

Curb repair was again discussed.  Fleckenstein suggests using our current ordinances to determine cost responsibility.  Young moved and Klusmann seconded to seek bids for the two drainage projects in town, one on Pine St. between 8th and 9th and the other just to the south of the swimming pool with bids being due before the August 10th city council meeting.  All in favor the motion carried.

Semi trucks driving on non truck route streets was discussed in great detail.  Schaaf will check into flashing signs to better mark our city’s truck routes.

Auditorium Committee

The auditorium committee reviewed the insurance adjusters roof inspection report.  No damage was found.  The council agrees the chimney is again in need of repair.  Kautzman will contact Keith Hoesel to take a look at the property and see if he would be willing to do an inspection.  The North Dakota Insurance Department recommends inspections are completed twice a year.

Fuchs recommends putting a floor drain in the men’s bathroom of the auditorium, the council agrees.  Fuchs will complete the work.

Police Committee

The council reviewed the quarterly police and judge reports.  Young moved and Hoffmann seconeded to approve the police report as presented.  All in favor the motion carried.  Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the judge report as presented.  All voting aye the motion carried. 
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

Transfer station fees were reviewed.  After looking at what other communities are charging the council agrees that full pickup, trucks, trailers, carpet, and large amounts of construction materials should be charged a small fee for disposal.  Fleckenstein will work with the transfer station attendant to revise the fee schedule.
Building Committee
Fitterer brought up the possibility of paying the building inspector to attend city council meetings.  The council feels that Meyer would not have to be at all council meetings and if he was requested to attend it would only be for the beginning of the meeting.
Insurance Committee

The State Fire and Tornado Insurance Policy was reviewed.  Davis will contact Diane Hoger to have the park board review it.
New Business
West River Transit is looking for a placed to put up a storage building to store the bus in.  The council agrees the only space the city has available is by the water treatment plant.  The location will be offered to West River Transit.
