Minutes

Hoffmann moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the July 13th, 2015 city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors
The city received one bid for the two concrete work projects.  Hoffmann moved to accept the bid from Western Line Builders and amended the motion to include completing the Pine Street project first and that all work will be completed by November 1st, 2015.  Fleckenstein seconded the motion.  All in favor the motion carried.  Young will contact Western Line Builders.
Water and Sewer

Kautzman informed the council that he has met with city engineer, Todd Norton, and has started the process of coming up with water line replacement plan.

Davis presented the council with the nCourt agreement.  Hoffmann moved and Young seconded to introduce and activate the agreement between nCourt and the City of New Salem, effective immediately.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Street Committee

The council discussed a plan for the unsold shop equipment.  Davis will list the street sweeper in the League of Cities Magazine as make an offer.
Auditorium Committee

Kautzman updated the council on the auditorium roof.  Keith Hoesel will be doing the inspection.  Hoesel has already been up on the roof and tarred and nailed down the lifted shingles.
Police Committee

The Police Committee will be working on a fee schedule for load restricted trucks using non truck route streets to give to the Morton County Sherriff’s Department.
Sanitation and Garbage Committee
Jim Frohlich brought concerns to the council regarding requests to open the transfer station during off hours.  Hoffmann moved and Schaff seconded to allow on a trial basis for Jim Frohlich to be the receiver of calls to determine if he will be available to open the transfer station after hours and the fee that he will charge for himself is $25, in addition to that, he will charge the resident the posted disposal fees for the city.  All in favor the motion carried.

Kautzman moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the new transfer station fee schedule.  Fleckenstein will have the signs made and posted by September 1st.  
Building Committee
Young moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve the new fee schedule for building permits and the revised building permit application.  All in favor the motion carried.  The approved application and fees will go into effect September 1, 2015.

Hoffmann presented the council with a recommendation from the P&Z Committee to pay the building inspector.  The council again agreed that Meyer would not have to be at all council meetings and if he was requested to attend it would only be for the beginning of the meeting.
Davis presented a zoning map that the Morton County Planning and Zoning Director, Natalie Pierce, has been working on.  Our goal is to get the map available online not only for city employees, council members, and the P&Z committee, but also for residents of New Salem.

New Business
Fuchs presented the council will lawn mowing special assessments, eight for Peck and eight for Krahn.  Young moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the special assessments for lawn mowing at $100/mow.  All in favor the motion carried.

The preliminary budget meeting will be Tuesday, August 25th at 6:30pm.
Hoffmann moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
