Attendance

Minutes

Klusmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the August 10th, 2015 city council minutes as well as the August 25th, 2015 special meeting minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Budget Public Hearing

Fleckenstein moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the final budget as presented.  All in favor the motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors
Dana Pazdernik was nominated for the Outstanding Citizen Award.  Unable to be at the meeting Klusmann will present Dana with the certificate at a more convenient time.
Faye Sanders, owner of Neidhardt Court, attended the meeting to discuss some issues she needs to address in Neidhardt Court.  Sanders came to the city after visiting with the ND Manufactured Housing Association.  One issue she is facing is unlicensed vehicles and vehicles being used for storage.  The other issue Sanders would like to address is tenants not following the rental contract in regards to pets.  Officer Moll informed Sanders that if the issue is a violation of city ordinance it is something they deal with, but if it is on private property or an problem with a contract, that is a civil matter, and the sheriff’s department does not have jurisdiction over it.  Sanders plans to visit more with the Sheriff’s Department.
Todd Norton, city engineer, presented the council with a task order  to put together a water distribution capital improvement plan.  There are obvious problems with the city’s aging water system and a study is needed to determine the most problematic areas and determine areas of priority.  Hoffmann moved and Young seconded to proceed with task order 01 as layed out and presented to us by AE2S with the exemptions of options 4, 5, and 7, totaling $24,600.  All in favor the motion carried.    
Water and Sewer

The council reviewed the revenues and expenditures for the water and sewer funds.  The council agreed to again review water and sewer rates in December.

Davis informed the council that there are still a significant number of late payers each month.  Hoffmann moved and Kautzman seconded to cease using the percentage late fee and move to flat $7 late fee effective the October billing.  Klusmann, Schaaf, and Fleckenstein voted aye, Young voted Nay.  The motion passed 5 to 1.  
Street Committee

Westernline Builders completed the two concrete waterway projects.  Hoffmann had some concerns about the curb and gutter not being completed as originally discussed.  Fuchs informed the council that the bid did not include curb and gutter.
No additional offers were received for the city’s street sweeper.  Fuchs will contact Jess Norton and see if he is still interested.   
Auditorium Committee

Zeke Norris, of Anubis Shows, met with the council to request permission to hold an all ages Halloween dance at the city auditorium on October 31st.  The council approved Norris’ request for a Halloween dance.

At the request of Young, Davis checked into getting logo door mats made for the auditorium.  The council agrees logo mats are an unnecessary expense to the city.
The council received a rent reduction request from Dave Wolding for strength and training workouts for interested NSA high school wrestlers.  Hoffmann moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the rent reduction.  All in favor the motion carried.
Police Committee

The police committee met with the sheriff’s department to discuss implementing a fine for trucks using non truck route roads.  The sheriff’s department recommends a $50 fine.  Davis will contact the city attorney about adding this fine to our ordinances.

Fitterer informed the council that Diane Mackie has resigned from her position as city animal warden.  Davis will place an add in the paper seeking a new animal warden.  

Sanitation and Garbage Committee
The council reviewed the Transfer Station Private Key Contract.  Davis will make the recommended changes.
Insurance Committee

Fuchs discussed with the council the possibility of receiving health insurance for the city’s full time and permanent employees.  The council agreed to check into options.  Klusmann will gather information for the next city council meeting and try to arrange an presentation from an insurance provider.
New Business
Davis requested moving to a three day a week schedule.  Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded grant the request for Davis to work Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday 8am-3pm.  All in favor the motion carried.
