Minutes

Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the October 12th, 2015 city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors
The Family of Gloria Cofer was nominated as outstanding citizens.
Nathan Schneider presented the council with information in regards to the Bank of North Dakota PACE Program.  The PACE Program works with communities to expand their economic base by providing for new job development.  The Bank of North Dakota along with a local lender in the community will provide a loan for the project, but participation by the local community is needed to reduce, or buy down, the overall interest rate.  Tellmann is planning to use the Pace Program for the local grocery store project.  Young moved and Kautzman seconded to grant the $16,441 to the interest buy down contingent on the approval by the Morton County Commission.
Water and Sewer
Fleckenstein moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the water and sewer adjustments as presented, all in favor the motion carried. 
Street Committee

The city received no bids for the curb repair on Birch and 3rd, the city will seek bids again in the spring.

Fleckenstein received a call from a resident on October 21st who had mowed their law and some gravel was thrown out from under their lawn mower and broke their vehicle window and their house window.  The resident stated that the gravel has been in their yard approximately 3 months from a project the city was working on.  The council agrees that since the resident was aware of the gravel in their lawn they should have removed it prior to mowing over it.  The council recommends that the resident turn the claim into their insurance. 
Fuchs spoke with a gentleman from Helenske Design Group, Fargo, in regards to the Elm Crest project and the street repairs that have taken place.  Helenske feels that 64 tons of cold mix is too much for the size of the project.  Fuchs explained that they had to dig out several very large areas to be repaired.  Helenske also feels given the condition of the city streets prior to the damage that the city benefitted from the repair.  The council was in agreement that the streets were damaged by the heavy equipment from the project and that those streets would have not had to have been repaired, at this time, if they wouldn’t have been damaged by the project, therefore the council agreed to stand by the $11,536 bill.
Auditorium Committee

The auditorium will again be open for winter walking, the hours will be from 8-3, Monday-Friday.

Klusmann moved and Young seconded to allow Prairie View Elementary to use the auditorium on April 14th, 2016 for a Wild Adventures Fun Night.  All in favor the motion carried.
Schaaf reported that the auditorium has a 220 outlet by the breaker box. 

Sanitation and Garbage Committee

Frohlich reported that the $25 afterhours gate fee at the transfer station has been working well.
Personnel Committee

The council agrees that employee and council communication is more important than an annual evaluation, therefore evaluations will not be done this year.

Insurance Committee

Fleckenstein moved and Kautzman seconded to increase the health insurance stipend from $285 to $400/month for Fuchs, Brunen, and Davis, effective January 1st, 2016  All in favor the motion carried.
New Business
Kautzman moved and Young seconded for the City of New Salem to give permission to Morton County to enact an ordinance effectively banning sky lanterns.  All in favor the motion carried.

Schaaf moved and Kautzman seconded to approve a $500 donation to the Old Red Trail,  All voting aye, the motion carried.
The council agrees to use Rath & Mehrer for the 2016 Audit.
Fitterer discussed with the council some funding concerns that Graceland Cemetery is having.  It costs approximately $1100-$1200 per year in maintenance costs.  When a cemetery is city owned monies can be levied for maintenance costs, but since Graceland is not city owned the council suggests seeking donations and eligible grants.
