Minutes

Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the December 8th regular meeting and December 16th special meeting city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Dennis Buchholz was presented with the citizen of the month award.
Newly elected Morton County Sheriff, Kyle Kirchmeier came to the meeting to introduce himself to the city council.
Bridget Wetch and Robert Boehm attended the meeting representing the park board.  The park board requested raises for the members and chairman last month.  The park board members feel they are of equal value to the community and would like to be compensated the same as a city council member.  The park board members feel since they are a separate entity from the city with their own funding and budget they should be able to make the decision on their own without the consent of the city council.  Young is going to check with the city attorney or the League of Cities whether or not the city council is required to approve their pay raises.
Water and Sewer

Fuchs updated the council on the repairs that took place last month to the lift station.  
Auditorium committee

Fuchs presented the council with an updated plan for the new auditorium bar/counter.  Fuchs has nearly completed one of the sections of the new auditorium bar.
Fleckenstein told the council that the new door closures have been installed on the east and west auditorium door.  He will be putting the closure on the front door later this month.
Kautzman informed the council that Fuchs had located a generator and switch at surplus property that is suitable for the auditorium and possibly even the ambulance hall.  Kautzman moved and Young seconded to purchase the generator and switch from surplus property.  All in favor motion carried.
Police Committee

The quarterly police and judge’s reports were reviewed.
Sanitation and Garbage Committee
Fitterer informed the council that a number of community members have approached her regarding the use of the recycling trailer.  Those that approached her stated they would be willing to pay a small monthly fee to make sure that the recycling program in New Salem is continued.  The city made the trailer available free of charge last month at the transfer station.  This was done on a trial basis to see what kinds of costs the city incurs in the next few months.  
Building Committee
Planning and Zoning interest forms were presented to the council.  Young requested that P&Z have the opportunity to look over the application before any appointments are made.  City building inspector, Tom Wolff, informed Fitterer that he is willing to help out the city until the new building inspector is hired.  Currently, the city has only received one application for building inspector.
Personnel Committee

Employee evaluations were completed by the personnel committee.  Fitterer requested that all council members complete evaluations for all the city workers, not just the personnel committee.  Results will be discussed next month after all evaluations are completed and scored.  

Cost of living pay raises were discussed for city employees.  The council has always used Job Service of North Dakota’s recommendation as a guideline.  Young moved and Klusmann seconded to give a 2% raise retroactive to January 1st, 2015.  All in favor motion carried.
Old Business
A draft of the easement for the road to the solid waste facility was reviewed.  Next month the final easement should be ready for approval.
New Business

Jim Frohlich asked the city to pay for a tire repair to his truck, the tire was damaged while working at the city dump ground.  Fleckenstein moved and Schaaf seconded to reimburse Frohlich for his tire repair and to cover all future tire repairs if it occurs while on duty.  All in favor motion carried.
Davis presented two liquor license transfers from The Field to the city auditorium on February 7th for Rex Waddingham and the Big Band fund raiser and February 21st for Badlands pool tournament.  Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the licenses transfers as presented.  All in favor the motion carried.
City Government week is  April 6-10th.

Schaaf moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
