Minutes

Klusmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the January 12th city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

City Assessor, Linda Morris, came to schedule the 2015 tax equalization meeting.  The meeting has been scheduled for Monday, April 13th at 6:30pm during the regular city council meeting.  Morris also informed the council that over the last several years Morton County has been doing a reappraisal of all commercial property in Morton County.  Morris presented the council with the proposed commercial values within the city of New Salem.  Morton County will inform the commercial owners of the change and owners will have the opportunity to review the changes with the county.

Todd Norton, city engineer, discussed with the council revisions to city’s planning and zoning ordinances.  Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to allow the planning and zoning committee to schedule a public hearing in regards to the ordinance changes.  All in favor, the motion carried.
John Burck attended the meeting to discuss the 48 hour parking ordinance.  There has been a trailer parked across the street from his home for over a month and he would like to see it moved.  The council will contact local law enforcement.  Burck also had concerns about semi-trailers using Cedar Avenue.  Young moved and Schaaf seconded to send letters to local businesses requesting them to remind their vendors to use the designated truck routes (Ash Avenue, Main Avenue, First Street and 5th Street).

Water and Sewer

Davis discussed concerns about the city’s sewer and water financial statement.  In both 2013 and 2014 the city has not been covering operating expenses.  Davis also stated that Missouri West Water Systems informed the City that water rates increased as of February 1st, 2015.  Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to increase the water base rate to $20/month and the price per 1000 gallons from $5.44 to $6.00.  All in favor, the motion carried.
The council discussed a memo from AMKO Advisors about the possibility of refinancing the city’s USDA loan.  The council agreed to allow AMKO to come to the next city council meeting with some bids for the council to consider. 

Davis presented water adjustments in the amount of $77.94.  Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to accept the water adjustments.  All in favor the motion carried.
Auditorium committee

The council discussed talking to John Blaich about the possibility of picking up more hours for janitorial duties in the auditorium.  Young or Davis will try to meet with Blaich and see if he is interested in more hours.
Police Committee

Scott Austin, municipal judge, approached the council about getting a computer/printer for use while working at the city office.  Young will get a computer set up for Austin.
Austin also was wondering if the city has a municipal prosecutor.  Young explained that the city only holds bench cases of city infractions and no criminal cases.  Young will contact the ND Supreme court to check municipal court requirements.
Sanitation and Garbage Committee
The council again discussed the recycling program.  They have received both negative and positive feedback regarding moving the trailer to the transfer station.  Overall, the council is pleased with the results of having the recycling trailer at the transfer station.
Building Committee
Young, on behalf of the Planning and Zoning Committee, shared the recommendations for the open positions on the P&Z Committee.  Fitterer recommends appointing Sarah Freidt, Greg Johnson, and Josh Gaebe on the committee.  Kautzman moved and Klusmann seconded to accept the mayor’s recommendations for appointment.  All in favor, motion carried.  Young will contact the new members. 
Personnel Committee

Employee evaluations were discussed.  Davis will make copies of the evaluations for each employee.
Old Business
Davis informed the council that the city received the deed for the lot on N 2nd Street.
The property owner of 310 S 5th St was served with “notice and order” papers from the city.  He will have 20 days to respond.
New Business

The 2014 Financial Statement was reviewed.  Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the 2014 financial statement.  All in favor, motion carried.

The council discussed where the animal warden can place impounded animals.  Davis will look into using the shed behind the auditorium. 
The next regular city council meeting will be held Monday, March 9th, 2015 at 6:30pm.
Young moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
