NEW SALEM CITY PROCEEDINGS

REGULAR MEETING

Attendance

Minutes

Young moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the February 9th city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Brian Osowski, from Amko Advisors presented the council with a bid for refinancing the city’s UDSA debt with Northland Securities.  The refinance will save the city over $66,000.  Young moved and Klusmann seconded to refinance the debt with Northland Securities.  All in favor the motion carried.  Klusmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded to accept the Resolution Authorizing Issuance and sale of $780,000 Refunding and Improvement Bonds, Series 2015.  All voting aye, motion carried.
Water and Sewer

Davis suggested the council pass a new customer connection fee for water.  In the past the city used to charge a $50 refundable deposit fee, but the city hasn’t done that for many years.  Kautzman moved and Klusmann seconded to charge a $50 non-refundable connection fee to all new customers.  All in favor the motion carried.  The new connection fee will not affect existing customers who move to a new residence.

Fuchs discussed with the council his concern with the water lines in New Salem.  Our current water mains are 80-90 years old and have a limited life left.  He informed the council about new techniques that are available for replacing both water mains and sewer lines.  The council agrees it is time to start researching and educating ourselves and the public on the project even though it may be 20 years away.  Fitterer feels a good place to start is with visiting with other small communities that have replaced their lines.  Young will also seek advice from City Engineer, Todd Norton.
Street Committee

There has been drainage issues on Pine Avenue between 8th and 9th Street, Fuchs plans to work on the area this spring and see if he can resolve the issue.  Fitterer questioned if paving all of Pine Avenue would be an option.  Young will visit with Todd Norton on the costs of paving the entire street.
Young also informed the council that concerns have been brought to her regarding Birch avenue west of town.  Fuchs has plans to repair the road when the ground thaws.
Auditorium Committee

Kautzman moved and Young seconded to close up the city’s bulk water filling station and have the building tore down when Fuchs and Brunen have time.  All in favor the motion carried.
Fuchs asked the council what our policy is regarding youth playing in the auditorium.  Several times in the last couple weeks Fuchs has had to ask small groups of unattended youth to leave the facility after they were caught jumping off balconies and playing behind the stage.  The council agrees if the children are being supervised by an adult and only using the gym facility it isn’t a problem, but having children unattended in the building is a liability for the city.  
Tina St. Claire requested a rental reduction on April 26th for a breakfast benefit for Chris Moss who was injured in a garage fire this winter.  Young moved and Klusmann seconded to waive all fees for the event.  All in favor the motion carried.
Police Committee

The sheriff’s department questioned what the City’s procedures are for towing overtime parked vehicles.  The council agrees the sheriff on duty will need to contact the city auditor and the auditor will make arrangements with a tow company for the vehicle to be towed and stored at an impound lot.
Sanitation and Garbage Committee
City wide cleanup day is scheduled for Saturday, May 16th, 2015.  The city will supply 2 extra dumpsters to be placed at the transfer station and will waive all fees for the day.  City wide cleanup is sponsored by the Betterment Committee. 
Building Committee
Davis will put a building procedures article in the paper the last two weeks in April to remind residents of the proper actions to take when wanting to build.
Fitterer appointed Mark Meyer as the New City Building Inspector.  Schaaf moved and Kautzman seconded to accept the mayor’s appointment of Mark Meyer.  Fleckenstein and Klusmann voted aye, Young voted Nay.  Motion carried.
Klusmann requested that the P&Z Committee begin publishing their minutes in the New Salem Journal.  The council agrees it would be a good idea to publish the minutes.

Young acting on behalf of the P&Z committee recommended that the city council approve a variance to Allan Tellman who is requesting to put one unisex bathroom in the plans for the future grocery store.  Young moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the variance for one employee unisex bathroom with public access.  All in favor the motion carried.
Tellmann also inquired if a firewall is necessary on the south side of his building.  It was determined that the distance between the grocery store and the neighboring residence is great enough that a firewall is not needed.
Old Business

The owner of 310 S 5th was served with an order to clean up his yard.  Fitterer plans to go visit with the owner and come up with a plan to clean up the nuisance.  

City Government week is scheduled for April 6-10.  Fitterer will talk to the school about serving lunch on Friday, April 10th.  The council is also going to request the historical society opening up for the elementary students.  Fitterer will contact the historical society and see if that would be possible.
 New Business

The Fitness Center will be hosting a 5K Run/Walk on June 5th.  They will need to contact the auditor with the finalized route and she will contact the Sheriff’s office for assistance with traffic control.

Kautzman had a request to put another street light up on North 3rd Street between Ash and Oak.  The council supports the idea.
Davis will be out of the office March 17-18 for training in Bismarck.

The next regular city council meeting will be held Monday, April 13th, 2015 at 6:30pm.
Young moved and Fleckenstien seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
