Minutes

Schaaf moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the January 11th, 2016 city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors
City Assessor, Linda Morris asked the council to consider moving the April 11th Meeting to 5:30pm.  The council agreed.  Morris also presented the council with two abatements; the first for Delores Maier’s 16 vacant lots and the second for Clint Feland’s commercial property, both of which were incorrectly assessed.  Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the two abatements as presented by Morris.  All in favor the motion carried.

James Byerley and Troy Schilling attended to discuss WRT Fiber the Home project.  WRT is doing a major upgrade of their entire network to fiber optic cable.  WRT will be sending information to homeowners in the next few weeks and plans to have all upgrades completed in the Spring of 2018.
Water and Sewer Committee

Davis informed the council that Missouri West is increasing their water rates starting the month of February.  Kautzman moved and Young seconded to increase the municipal water rates from $6.00/1000 gallons to $6.05/1000 gallons.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Davis suggests doing a water rate study with Midwest Assistance Programs.  The study is free but could take several months to complete.  The council agrees it would be worthwhile.

Fuchs presented concerns about the ground under the old water tower.  There was a water leak to the south of the tower which was rectified, but Fuchs has concerns about the ground settling in the spring.  Fuchs plans to keep a close eye on it.
Fuchs also visited with the council in regards to the city’s responsibility for service lines from the water main to homeowners curb stop.  Fuchs feels that is something the council should consider making the homeowners responsibility, especially once the city begins the process of replacing water mains.  Davis did some investigating on the topic and found that in most cities the homeowner is responsible for their entire service line.
Auditorium Committee
The council discussed a rent reduction for Dollars for Scholars.  Fleckenstein moved and Schaaf seconded to approve a $100 rental fee for the gym and kitchen.  All in favor the motion carried.
Police Committee

The council reviewed the monthly police report.
New Business
Davis informed the council that the Governer’s/OMB revised revenue conference suggested that municipalities plan on at least a 26% decrease in state aid distributions through 2017.  
Fleckenstein moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
