Minutes

Young moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the June 13th and the June 28th city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

City Engineer, Todd Norton presented the council with Task Order No. 2 in regards to phase I of the water distribution preliminary engineering report and funding assistance.  This task order includes preliminary engineering report preparation, funding assistance, public meetings, and engineer’s services.  Young moved and Kautzman seconded to accept Task Order No. 2 in the amount of $16,500 as presented to be paid out of the sales tax fund.  All in favor the motion carried.

Norton presented Task Order No. 3 for a block corner restoration survey in the amount of $35,000.  This would include all research, existing monumentation, office calculations, and monumentation of block corners.  Norton explained that even with the block survey no city employee can measure or mark private lots, a land surveyor would still be necessary.  After some discussion the council was in agreement that the task order should be presented to the planning and zoning committee and they should bring back a recommendation to the council.

Water and Sewer Committee

Davis presented the findings from the wastewater rate study completed by Midwest Assistance Programs (MAP).  MAP projected a $27,280 deficit for 2016.  Davis explained that sewer rates have not been increased since 2008.  Schaaf moved and Gaebe seconded to increase sewer rates by $7.50/month effective August 1st, 2016.  Kautzman and Young voted aye and Klusmann voted nay, motion carried.     
Street Committee
Kautzman stated that he researched the curb cut project and couldn’t find any stipulation stating that the ADA mats are required.  The council was in agreement that the bid was simply too high.  Kautzman moved and Young seconded to reject the bid presented by Stevens Contracting LLC.  All in favor the motion carried.
Auditorium Committee
Davis informed the council that the auditorium roof was leaking again and Keith Hoesel was able to come down and fix it.  Hoesel stated the only way to permanently fix the problem would be to put a new roof on.  Kautzman and Gaebe will get an estimate on replacing the roof for next month’s meeting.
The auditorium committee wasn’t able to draft the donation letter for the auditorium floor replacement.  Fitterer and Davis will work on drafting a letter to send to local organizations and businesses before the next meeting.
Ordinances

Fitterer explained a local resident had complaints about their neighbor’s trees overhanging their property.  They stated the trees are damaging their property and making a mess in their yard.  Davis will contact the neighbor and request the trees be trimmed.
New Business
Kautzman moved and Young seconded to approve the pledge of securities in the amount of $775,000.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Schaaf moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the audit report, all in favor the motion carried. 
Young moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the gaming permit application for NSA School.  All in favor the motion carried.

Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
