Attendance

Minutes

Klusmann moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the July 11th, 2016 city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Outstanding Citizens, Ty Deutsch and Jamie Larson were unable to attend the meeting to accept their certificates.  Davis will set up a time to get a picture.
Street Committee
Fuchs discussed with the council that a new sand spreader is needed before snowfall this year.  The council asked that Fuchs would bring a purchase recommendation to the September meeting.

Concerns were brought to council members in regards to horse manure on the city streets.  Davis was asked to contact those who ride horses on city streets and ask that they clean up after their horses. 
Auditorium Committee
Gaebe and Kautzman presented information in regards to the roof replacement at the city auditorium.  A 26 gauge steel roof would run about $225/square.  Gaebe’s rough estimate for materials was $28,350.  Gaebe also stated that 26 gauge is a fairly light steel and suggests that a heavier gauge steel be used.  The council agrees that the longer the roof leaks the more damage that will be done to the interior of the building.  Davis suggests using $15,000 of the emergency fund toward the roof replacement.  Kautzman and Gaebe will continue to research products and for next month’s meeting.  Young moved and Gaebe seconded to replace the current roof with a steel roof.  All in favor the motion carried.
The council discussed the floor replacement fund.  Fitterer presented the council with a donation brochure/packet idea.  Klusmann stated that we could contact the Fitness Center Committee to get a list of alumni and addresses.  Fitterer feels with the size of the project it would be beneficial to put together an Auditorium Floor Replacement Committee.  The Auditorium committee will work on revising the donation brochure and letter.  In addition, Klusmann has contacted the Bismarck Mandan Development Association and if the project can be linked to tourism we may be able to apply for additional grant money.  

Police Committee

The council reviewed the police and judge’s report.
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

Fuchs informed the council that city workers were refused at Waste Management with our current recycling trailer.  He has already looked at the option of redesigning our current recycle trailer, but doesn’t feel that is a feasible option.   Fuchs will check in to additional recycle options and the price of dump trailers for next month’s meeting.
Board of Health

Young presented concerns that were brought to her about resident’s cats disappearing, the council discussed the issue and reviewed that the city does have a leash law, so all cats and dogs should be leashed at all times.
Building Committee

John Young discussed with the council some concerns the P&Z Committee has in relation to certain public right of ways encroaching on private property.  Fitterer acknowledged the concerns and that these kind of issues have always been dealt with on a case by case basis.

Gaebe stated the P&Z Committee would like to seek land for possible new development.  Young moved and Goetzfridt seconded to allow P&Z to look for property to develop.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Personnel Committee

Davis informed the council that there has been some issues with janitor, John Blaich.  The personal committee will discuss the concerns with Blaich.  Goetzfridt will draft a letter for Blaich to sign.
Fitterer also asked the personnel committee to visit with custodian, Miranda Yellowbird, and discuss the possibility of adding additional hours to her schedule, along with the additional hours would come the possibility of benefits. 
Ordinances

Several complaints were made to council members and the police department, the week of August 1st, when a group of transient door to door sale people moved through town.  The council was in agreement that Davis should draft an ordinance prohibiting door to door sales.
New Business
The 2017 budget was discussed.  A special meeting will be held Wednesday, August 31 at 5:30pm to further discuss the 2017 preliminary budget.
Gaebe moved and Kautzman seconded to hang the old park signs in the council room but to further research ways to encapsulate the signs for outdoor use.  All in favor the motion carried.
NDLC Conference will be held September 15-17, 2016 in Bismarck.
Council was in consensus to renew the water/sewer CD.

Young moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
