Attendance

Minutes

Kautzman moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the January 9th city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Gordon Davis presented information about West River Transit.  West River Transit is open to everyone in the rural communities that it serves.  They provide trips to grocery stores, the casino, doctor appointments, the mall, etc.  Fares vary by location.  New Salem residents can call 701-391-7679 for more information or to schedule a ride.
Todd Norton informed the council that the city received a grant from the USDA in the amount of $30,000 to complete the televising of its sewer lines and to cover preliminary engineering and funding assistance done by AE2S.  The city is still responsible for the first $6000 of the project.  Norton also presented the council with three proposals for televising and cleaning the sewer lines.  Young moved and Goetzfridt seconded to use the services of Hyrdo Klean to video the sewer lines.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Televising and cleaning the sewer lines will help the council decided if sewer line replacement is necessary along with the water line replacement.  Norton states that once that decision is made, numbers can be run and a public informational meeting will be held.  The council will also need to begin thinking about how it plans to fund the future project, whether it will be through, specials, increased water rates, sales tax increase, or a combination of options.  Norton stated that AE2S Nexus can assist  through the funding process. 

Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to move the April 10th  regular meeting and tax equalization meeting to 5:30pm.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Water & Sewer Committee

The city received a 2.3% rate increase from Missouri West Water.  Klusmann moved and Schaaf seconded to increase the city water rates 2.3%, increasing them from $6.05/1000 gallons to $6.19/1000 gallons, effective March 1st billing cycle.  All in favor the motion carried.
Fuchs presented the water and sewer committee with water main emergency repair procedures.  Fuchs stated that if there would ever come a time where himself or city employee, Andy Brunen, would not be available to respond to a water main break it could come down to council members to respond.  Davis will file a copy in the office as well.
Street Committee

City Attorney, John Mahoney, advised the council that the city and all electric/gas consumers in the areas annexed into the city limits after 1996 have full discretion to have service provided by either Mor-Gran-Sou or MDU.  Kautzman stated that it would be up to the consumer to petition to the city if they would like to change service providers.  
Kautzman stated he has contacted Braun Electric to install a metering point by the Golden West for the three street lights on highway 31.
Auditorium Committee

The council reviewed the roofing construction contract prepared by City Attorney, John Mahoney.  Gaebe stated that he requested the presence of Dan Kroh at the meeting, but Kroh did not show up.  Fitterer stated that she believes a family emergency may have prevented Kroh from attending.  The council agreed that Kroh must provide proof of license and insurance before the council can move forward.  Gaebe will get in contact with Kroh in the next few days.
The council was in agreement to check with Keith Hoesel on finishing the trim work by the auditorium gym entrance.
Police Committee

The council reviewed the monthly police report.
Building Committee
Young brought concerns about an awning that fell off of the front of Timpe Apartments.  Davis stated that she spoke with the owners, they are aware of the issue and are waiting to hear from their insurance company.
New Business

Davis presented the council with the USDA loan payment history.  Davis stated that the amount of interest the city will pay on this loan over the next twenty two years will be upwards of $30,000 for a $40,000 loan.  Davis recommends paying the loan off using sales tax funds at the soonest possible date.  Davis also reminded the council that we have a USDA reserve account in the form of a CD that comes due in November and possibly at that time, if needed, we could reimburse our sales tax fund for the payoff.   Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to pay the loan off using the sales tax fund if it is permissible by the USDA.  All in favor the motion carried.

Davis informed the council that our web host, web.com will no longer accept ACH or check payments.  Young moved and Gaebe seconded to get a debit card for City Auditor, Melissa Davis, allowing only one signature being required for purchases when using the debit card.  All in favor the motion carried.
Fitterer brought concerns about an upcoming event, Mideval Rush.  The council agreed that they would like more information presented to them on the event.  Fitterer will visit with Park Board President, Robert Boehm.

Young moved and Klusmann seconded to accept the annual financial statement presented by Davis.  All in favor the motion carried.

The council agreed to again serve lunch during City Government Week, April 3-7, 2017
