Mayor Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.
Attendance

Minutes

Klusmann moved and Young seconded to approve the February 13th city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Tanner Schweitzer, a representative with Mideval Rush and ND Country Fest, presented information to the council in regards to an event they are holding on June 3, 2017 at the Morton County Fair Ground.  Schweitzer discussed such topics as insurance, security and policing, parking and traffic, vendors, etc.
Todd Norton, City Engineer, told the council that televising of the sewer lines is scheduled to begin Monday, March 20th.  Norton discussed some payment options such as special assessments, increased water rates, and city sales tax.  The council agreed that adding an additional 1% city sales tax earmarked for water line replacement is probably one of the best ways to aide in loan repayment.  As soon as the results come in from the sewer line televising the council hopes to make a decision in regards to the extent of the project and hold a public informational meeting once the decisions are made.  Davis will contact County Auditor, Dawn Rhone, to discuss the process of having a 1% city sales tax increase added to the ballot or whether a special election will be needed.
Street Committee

Fuchs discussed concerns about a crumbling manhole on the corner of First Street and Main Ave.  Fuchs has worked with ND Rural Water and found three companies that can rebuild/repair the manhole.  Fitterer asked Fuchs to get some prices on the work and bring more information to the next meeting.
Auditorium Committee

Fitterer informed the council that Dan Kroh Construction has backed out of the roof replacement job.  The council reviewed two other bids they received.  Young moved and Gaebe seconded to accept the bid from Countryside Construction.  All in favor the motion carried.
Young moved and Gaebe seconded to approve a $50 rent reduction for a Headstart fundraiser sponsored by New Salem and Almont Women’s Life.  All in favor the motion carried.
Police Committee

Davis informed that council that City Attorney, John Mahoney, is still negotiating the Court Service Agreement with the county.
The council was in agreement that they would like to see more police presences in the City of New Salem.  They fully understand that the Morton County Sherriff’s department has been very busy with the protest activity, but would like to discuss their concerns with Morton County Sheriff, Kyle Kirchmeier.  Young will contact Kirchmeier. 
Building Committee
Klusmann suggested making a requesting to the Main Street business owners, who are no longer in business, to make their window space more presentable with a window display or by hanging window coverings.  Young and Gaebe will contact the owners to make the request.

New Business

Davis informed the council that the USDA loan has been paid off.
Schaaf moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the record disposal request by Auditor, Davis.  All in favor the motion carried.

The council agreed to serve lunch on April 4th and April 6th during City Government Week.  Davis will contact the school to seek permission and set up a schedule with the council members.
