Mayor Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.
Attendance

Minutes

Schaaf moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the August 14th city council minutes and the August 8th special meeting minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Budget Hearing
Kautzman moved and Young seconded to increase the general tax levy to $124,266.09 to aid in auditorium improvements.  All in favor the motion carried.  Gaebe moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the 2018 final budget.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Auditorium Committee

The auditorium committee recommended to accept the bid from Gambles in the amount of $44,064.23 for the materials for the auditorium floor replacement and Keller Hardwood for the labor to install and finishing of the new floor at $40,720.00.  Young moved and Goetzfridt seconded to accept the presented bids from Gambles and Keller Hardwood and replace the auditorium floor in March of 2018.  All in favor the motion carried.
Police Committee

The council reviewed the August police report.
The police committee recommended purchasing municipal traffic tickets for the Morton County Sherriff’s Department to use for municipal parking violations and other city ordinance violations.  Gaebe moved and Schaaf seconded to purchase the tickets all in favor the motion carried.
Board of Health

The council again discussed nuisance abatements in the City of New Salem. Several properties in town have an accumulation of junk in them or are a health or safety concern.  Goetzfridt pointed out that our ordinances state that the police are authorized and empowered to notify the owners to obey.  Fitterer suggested the police committee discuss the issue with the local police and see if they would enforce local ordinances.
Building Committee
Young strongly feels the planning and zoning committee needs to update the building ordinances to avoid unsightly building inside city limits.  Gaebe stated the P&Z committee has been working on updating their ordinances for quite some time.
Gaebe asked council members to take a look at a fence at 216 N 6th Street before next month’s meeting as the owner plans to apply for a variance for the fence and it will be discussed at the October meeting.
Personnel Committee
Gaebe stated that building inspector, Mark Meyer asked for pay increase on the commission of building permits.  Gaebe moved and Kautzman seconded to increase Meyer’s commission from 10% to 25% of building permit fees effective third quarter.  All in favor the motion carried.

Klusmann stated she met with city employee Andy Brunen to discuss whether or not he would be interested in taking over the position of City Works Superintendant when Fuchs retires.  Brunen stated he didn’t feel it would be fair to the community as he plans to retire shortly after Fuchs, but Brunen stated he would be willing to work alongside the newly hired superintendant.
