Mayor Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.
Attendance

Minutes

Kautzman moved Gaebe seconded to approve the October 9th city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Matt Klingenstein spoke to the council about the possibility of repurposing the Golden West Shopping Center for a compassionate care growing and processing facility.  Gaebe stated that at the current time the planning and zoning committee hasn’t passed any standards in regards to compassionate care centers, but are looking at passing something very close to what Morton County has passed or defining compassate care centers as a special use needing council permission to procede.  Kautzman stated since medical marijuana is illegal at the federal level, he feared that the city may put their federal funding at risk if a compassion center is out of compliance.  Fitterer suggested that Klingenstein keep in contact with Davis for updates on any ordinances passed by the city.      
Water & Sewer Committee

Norton explained to the council that all the community development block grants for 2018 have been dispursed and the city would have one less grant source for the first project, but that a $100,000 grant would make a difference of about $1/month on a water bill adder.  Norton presented the council with an amendment to the August 2014 master task order agreement to extend the effective date through November 13, 2019.  Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the amendment.  All voting aye the motion carried.  Norton also presented the council with task order 2A for the engineering of priority #1 of the water/sewer/street project.  This will include the services necessary to provide design phase services for priority 1.  Young moved and Schaaf seconded to approve task order 2A.  All voting aye the motion carried.  Norton stated that they would like to complete the design by the end of February and be completed with the bidding phase in March.  Hopefully construction could start in May.     
Auditorium Committee

Fuchs explained to the council that last week the auditorium boiler steam pipes leaked leaving 70-80 gallons of water on the floor.  Fuchs stated that all the 90 year old steam pipes are wearing thin and is concerned that if they leak on the new gym floor that it could ruin the floor.  Kautzman plans to talk with Clays Plumbing about the cost of replacing the pipes.
Kautzman explained that he met with the fire marshal about the use of the auditorium balcony.  The fire marshal stated that the height of the railing could be grandfathered in, but the city would have to come up with a way to narrow the spaces between the rails so a 4” sphere cannot fit through.  Kautzman plans to get the fire marshals acceptance of the rail height in writing for the city.  The fire marshal also stated that 2 exits from the balcony would be necessary and the easiest way to provide 2 exits is to open up the old projection room.  Fuchs informed the council that the old projection room in the balcony does contain asbestos in the ceiling and that it would cost $1400 to remove it.  Kautzman moved and Young seconded to hire MonDak to remove the asbestos.  All voting aye the motion carried. 

Gaebe discussed cleaning and/or painting the gymnasium ceiling tiles before the floor replacement, Gaebe stated that All Star Painting looked at painting the tiles and estimated the project to come in at $25,000.  Gaebe stated that we cannot use Kilz since the tiles are fire resistant.  Gaebe also visited with Advanced Cleaning about cleaning the tiles, but is waiting to hear back from them.  Kautzman stated that Brace Inc. does industrial coatings and may have a solution, but Gaebe is still waiting to hear back from them also.  The council was in agreement that we may need to hold a special meeting to move forward on the ceiling project in a timely manner.
Young stated concerns about the old faucets in the kitchen making it very difficult to wash large pots and pans.  Young moved and Schaaf seconded to replace all three faucets.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Davis asked the council about rental fees for things such as league basketball, zumba classes, etc.  Schaaf moved and Kautzman seconded to charge $20/session.  All in favor the motion carried.
Police Committee

The council reviewed the October police report.
Davis presented the council with a draft of a municipal violation form and explained that the forms will help the sheriff’s department enforce our local ordinances.
New Business

Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to approve a $500 donation to the Old Red Trail payable out of the sales tax fund.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Gaebe moved and Young seconded to have Rath and Mehrer perform our audit in 2018.  All in favor the motion carried.
Consent Agenda
Young moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the gaming licenses for NS Lions Club and for Elm Crest Manor.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Schaaf moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the bond on the auditor, all in favor the motion carried.

Young moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the bills as presented.  All in favor, the motion carried.
