Mayor Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.
Attendance

Minutes

Kautzman moved Schaaf seconded to approve the November 13th city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Water & Sewer Committee

Norton presented the council with a notice of intent to file application to be published in the New Salem Journal.  Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the notice.  All in favor the motion carried.  Norton also explained that prior to the water/sewer/street project that 6 boring samples will be taken from 14 feet down to test for such things as ground water or rot.  Gaebe moved and Klusmann seconded to accept the proposal from Material Testing Service for $5012.  All voting aye the motion carried.     
Auditorium Committee

Gaebe presented 2 estimates for painting or coating the gymnasium ceiling tiles before the floor replacement.  All Star Painting looked at painting the tiles and estimated the project to come in at $25,000, The estimate from Brace to apply Procoat Tile Restorer came in at $13,000 and the coating will not affect the acoustics and the fire rating of the tiles will not be diminished.  Schaaf moved and Klusmann seconded to hire Brace to complete the work.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Kautzman stated that the asbestos has been removed and the old film room has been opened up by city employees to make a second means of egress for the balcony.  Kautzman also explained that they are hopeful that adding 4 additional cables to the balcony railing will be a solution to the spacing of the horizontal rails.  If so, the balcony would be able to be used again.
Kautzman talked with Clay’s Plumbing about replacing the steam boiler pipes.  The pipes under the gym floor will be replaced when the floor is redone.  At that time we will be able to assess the severity of the problem and determine if addition pipes throughout the building will need to be replaced.

Klusmann informed the council that the City was given a $10,000 grant from Bismarck-Mandan Development Assocation and the Morton County Commission to put toward the floor replacement project.

Fuchs stated that the custodian, Miranda Yellowbird, did a fantastic job cleaning up the old library in the basement for the Civic Club to use.  
Police Committee

The council reviewed the November police report.
Kautman moved and Goetzfridt seconded to approve the Police Service Contract for 2018.  All in favor the motion carried.
Personnel Committee

Gaebe moved and Klusmann seconded to approve a 2% raise for city employees for 2018.  All voting aye the motion carried.  The council agreed that they will need to look into employee wages before the completion of the 2019 budget.  Gaebe moved and Schaaf seconded to give city employees a Christmas bonus consisting of a $200 visa gift card for full time employees and a $100 visa gift card for part time employees and to take the bonus from the sales tax fund.  All voting aye the motion carried. 
Old Business

Davis presented to the council the final special assessment list that has been reported to Morton County.
New Business

The council received a request from a community member to allow a therapy horse to be kept in their backyard.  The council agreed that city ordinance states that livestock and non-traditional livestock cannot be kept within city limits.  Klusmann moved and Schaaf seconded to deny the request per city ordinance.  All voting aye the motion carried.
