Mayor Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.
Attendance

Minutes

Gaebe moved Kautzman seconded to approve the December 11th, 2017 city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Water & Sewer Committee

Norton updated the council in regards to the water/sewer/street project.  Norton stated that the test borings have been completed, the rural development application is in progress, and AE2S is working on the design of the project.  Norton also stated that since the council has decided to pay for the project with a utility bill adder the USDA requires a 40 year loan, but the city will have the option of refinancing the loan with state revolving funds.     
Auditorium Committee

The council took a look at the work that Fuchs and Brunen have completed in the auditorium balcony.  Kautzman plans to contact the fire marshal to have him look at the test area of balcony railing to see if it would be code compliant.  The auditorium committee along with Gaebe plan to schedule some work days for the end of February to remove the gymnasium baseboards and flooring in preparation for the new floor.  Once the work days have been set Davis will advertise the days in the journal in hopes of gathering volunteers.
The council discussed at length seeking funds from local businesses and organizations to aid in auditorium improvement projects.  At the current time, the council was in agreement that the funds for the floor project are sufficient, but would possibly consider putting together an auditorium improvement committee to assist in fundraising for future auditorium projects.  Several council members were concerned that volunteers for such a committee would be difficult to find.      
Police Committee

The council reviewed the December 2017 police report.
Officer Olsen discussed concerns about the corner of North 8th and Ash Avenue often being icy.  Fitterer explained city workers often sand the intersection even though it is a county road.   
Ordinances
Fitterer asked for a clarification of the city’s New Year’s firework ordinance.  Fireworks are allowed on December 31 from 5pm-1am on January 1st and from 5pm-Midnight on January 1st.  Fitterer suggests having these ordinances published each year prior to New Years.   
New Business

Young moved and Gaebe seconded to have Davis contact the attorney to have a resolution drafted for the annexation of Rud’s new plat.  All in favor the motion carried.

Davis informed the council that following the February city council meeting the ND Public Service Commission, Abandoned Mine Lands Division, will be holding a public hearing in regards to two reclamation projects in the New Salem area.
The council discussed zoning for medicinal marijuana manufacturing and growing facilities.  Keitu Engineers and Consultants out of Mandan has been engaged by a local group of investors that is looking at one or more sites in the City of New Salem for a manufacturing and growing facility.  Kautzman stated as of January 4th, 2018 the Office of the U.S. Attorney General has rescinded several medical marijuana laws and that federally marijuana is still illegal.  The council is concerned that we could risk losing federal grant monies by allowing such a facility.  After much discussion the council was in agreement that the city would not benefit from such a facility.  Gaebe moved and Goetzfridt seconded to have Davis contact the attorney to have an ordinance drafted not permitting any such facilities in the city of New Salem under any circumstance.  All voting aye the motion carried.
