Minutes

Gaebe moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the April 2nd, 2018 city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Todd Norton updated the council on the progress of the USDA and CDBG applications.  Norton also explained that State Revolving Funds may be an alternative for interim financing and we should know more soon.  
Water & Sewer Committee

Young moved and Gaebe seconded to approve Resolution 2018-02, A Resolution for CDBG Application for 2019 Street and Utility Improvements.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Street Committee
Young moved and Kautzman seconded to replace chapter 9, article 29, All Terrain Vehicles from our ordinances and adopt the ND Parks and Recreation OHV Guidelines, effective immediately.  All in favor the motion carried.  Copies of the ND Parks and Recreation OHV Guidelines are available online and in the city office. 
Auditorium Committee

Young moved and Schaaf seconded to allow renting parties balcony access for decorating purposed only.  The renting party will be responsible for locking the balcony before the time of their event.  All in favor the motion carried. 
Police Committee

The council reviewed the April 2018 police report.
There were some concerns about stray cats and leash laws discussed by the council.  Fitterer would like to reiterate to the sheriff’s department that the city does have a leash law and any cat or dog not on a leash the owner should be fined or the animal taken to the vet clinic if the owner is unknown.

Sanitation and Garbage Committee
There will be no extended hours at the dump ground this spring, residents with items needing disposal will need to go during regular business hours, Tuesday 4pm-8pm, Friday 9am-11am, and the second and fourth Saturdays 10am-4pm.
Building Committee

Gaebe stated that the P&Z committee could use more voting members.  Fitterer informed Gaebe that council members can still be voting members, but they cannot be paid for their service on both the council and P&Z.  Davis will put a request on Facebook seeking members.
New Business

Kautzman moved and Young seconded to add Jen Waliser to the Liquor License for the Field.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Klusmann moved and Goetzfridt seconded to approve the bond council fee agreement, all in favor the motion carried.

Delores Klusmann stated to the council that she will not be running for re-election but would like to see the council  continue to pursue two items, the first being house addresses properly displayed on all homes to aid emergency services and the second item being encouraging residents to keep their property clean and orderly.  The council agreed these are important items.

Davis discussed several budget changes with the council and requested that council members be thinking about future purchases and project in preparation for June’s meeting.
