Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.
Attendance

Council Mayor:  Lynette Fitterer.

Minutes

Klusmann moved and Young seconded to approve the May 14th, 2018 city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Todd Norton updated the council on the progress of the USDA and CDBG applications.  The CDBG application was denied due to the uncertainty of the USDA funding.  Norton also explained that State Revolving Funds will provide interim financing for the utility portion of the project, but we will need to choose an option for the street portion.  Norton also stated that he is working on a new standard form of agreement between AE2S and the city as required by the USDA.    
Water & Sewer Committee

Davis explained that the USDA requires a cash reserve for the water and waste water disposal loan.  The city can allocate the funds at $14,000.90 annually or in a single allocation of $176,009.  Goetzfridt moved and Klusmann seconded to approve a $14,000.90 annual allocation required by the USDA to be paid by a $3/month utility bill adder.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Fuchs discussed concerns about the city’s sewer jetter not running properly.  Fuchs has contacted Sanitation Products out of Fargo and a new jetter would cost approximately $55,000 and a used one could be around $25,000.  Fuchs stated that the city should not be without a sewer jetter.  Fitterer suggested getting an estimate for repairing our sewer jetter before purchasing a new one.  Spiffy Biffs requested to use the city’s lagoon for dumping during ND Country Fest.  At the advice of the ND Health Department the city denied the request from Spiffy Biffs.  
Street Committee
Young moved and Klusmann seconded to approve a handicap parking space on Main and another on 3rd for De Udder Bar 2.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  
Fuchs stated that they plan to start chip sealing as soon as oil can be delivered.
Auditorium Committee

Davis discussed several ADA requirements the city must meet with our USDA Loan Application.  Fuchs and Brunen will assist in bringing the items up to compliance.
Klusmann would like to see another community bulletin board put up in front of the auditorium.  Klusmann is willing to donate an outdoor bulletin board if one can be purchased for under $1000.  

Klusmann also discussed concerns about the port-a-cool fans being removed from the auditorium gymnasium.  Kautzman stated the reason they were removed is because the machines often leaked on the floor and we didn’t want to risk damaging the new floor.  Kautzman stated that there are still 2 large commercial fans available for use.  
Police Committee

The council reviewed the May 2018 police report.
Sanitation and Garbage Committee
Klusmann stated she would like the city council to consider allowing a free city wide cleanup for 2019.  The council agreed to review the subject again next year.
Ordinances

The council reviewed the fireworks ordinance.
Old Business

The council discussed the importance of all homes in the community to have house numbers properly displayed for public safety and emergency services.  The council agreed to spread the word to all homeowners through Facebook, the New Salem Journal, and the water bill.
New Business

Young moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the Bond of the City Auditor.  All voting aye the motion carried.  
Young moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the Court Service Agreement as presented by Davis.  All voting in favor the motion carried.
