Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Minutes

Schaaf moved and Itrich seconded to approve the June 11th, 2018 city council minutes and the June 26th reorganizational meeting minutes, as presented, all voting aye the motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Todd Norton explained that State Revolving Funds will provide interim financing for the utility portion of the project, but the council will need to choose an option for the street portion and he would like the council to be thinking about which option they feel is best.    
Water & Sewer Committee

Itrich moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve to make the $3/month utility bill adder to cover the cash reserve for the USDA loan effective August 1st, 2018.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Fuchs explained the city’s sewer jetter may be more effective with a new nozzle and the city possibly wouldn’t have to purchase a new one.  
Street Committee
Fuchs discussed two concrete projects that need to be completed; one on north 6th and Elm and also some drainage work that should be completed by the Morton County Shop building.  Kautzman moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to seek bids for the concrete work.  Bids will be due August 13th at 6pm.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Schaaf moved and Kautzman seconded to approve a handicapped parking spot on the north side of the fitness center.  All voting aye, motion carried. 
Itrich stated concerns about the many curbs and driveways that are getting torn up with the replacement of the MDU gas lines.  The council is in agreement it is important to follow up with the planners of the project to make sure all areas are restored.
Auditorium Committee

P. Goetzfridt moved and Kautzman seconded to place a community bulletin board, donated by Delores Klusmann, by the fountain on the auditorium grounds.  All in favor the motion carried.
Police Committee

The council reviewed the June 2018 police report.
Sanitation and Garbage Committee
Fitterer discussed the Transfer Station inspection results and commends Tyler Haff for doing an excellent job.  
Concerns were brought to the council about individuals entering the transfer station after hours and taking scrap metal.  Officer Olson recommended the city put up some game cameras to watch the area.  

Fitterer suggested doing a fall cleanup for the community where individuals could bring their trash to the dumps for ½ price.  Itrich moved and Kautzman seconded to do a fall cleanup, all voting aye the motion carried.

New Business

The council reviewed the 2016-2017 Audit Report and Fitterer commended Davis on a job well done.

Kautzman moved and Itrich seconded to approve the 2019 Preliminary Budget with the discussed changes.  All voting aye the motion carried.  The final budget hearing will be September 10th, 2018 at 6:30pm.
