Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.
Attendance

Minutes

Itrich moved and Schaff seconded to approve the July 9th, 2018 city council minutes as presented, all voting aye the motion carried.
Water & Sewer Committee

No bids were received for the city’s concrete projects.  The council was in agreement to try to get the projects done next year.
Street Committee
Itrich stated concerns about the many curbs and driveways that are getting torn up with the replacement of the MDU gas lines and about the quality of the repair work.  A representative with the project stated that if any concerns arise with the quality of the work they will address the concerns and make additional repairs if needed.  At the request of the project workers they asked residents to please not remove flags in yards, workers will remove flags when the project area is completed.
Auditorium Committee

The council was in agreement to review the current auditorium rental contract and bring any changes and suggestions to the next meeting.
Sanitation and Garbage Committee
Mitch Kaelberer attended the meeting to ask the council to consider putting the expiring garbage contract out on bids, by doing so Kaelberer feels the residents of New Salem could be offered a more competitive rate.  Fitterer stated that we have always gone with the local business and that we are currently happy with the services offered.  Gaebe moved to renew our contract with Cofer Sanitaiton.  Tracy Cofer stated that he would need to review the contract before committing to it.  The council decided to revisit the topic in November. 
Fitterer reminded the council that Fall Clean-up Days will be held September 4th, 7th, and 8th and prices will be reduced to half price for the week.  

Personnel Committee

City Works Superintendant, Dane Fuchs will be retiring in about 13 months.  Fuchs stated that a new hire should work with him for about one year before he retires.  The personnel committee plans to work on updating the current job description and bring it for review next month. 

Ordinances

Schaaf moved and Kautzman seconded to approve ordinance no. 2018-02 an ordinance to establish and regulate a city sales, use, and gross receipts tax under the home rule charter of the City of New Salem.  All voting aye the motion carried. 
Old Business

Davis discussed some items with the preliminary budget.  The final budget will be passed at the New Salem City Auditorium on Thursday, September 13th at 6:30pm.

The council discussed concerns about a resident having a miniature pony in city limits.  The council was in agreement that having livestock both traditional and nontraditional inside city limits is against city ordinance.  The resident requested to keep the horse in town as a therapy pet, but the animal does not qualify as a service animal.  City attorney, Mahoney, explained to the council that there is a distinction between a “service animal” and a “companion animal”.  Services animals are trained to do certain tasks on behalf of people with disabilities.   there is a distinction between a “service animal” and a “companion animal”.  Service animals (dogs) are trained to do certain tasks on behalf of people with disabilities, and are more strictly allowed.  Companion animals are not as freely allowed.    At the advice of our attorney and the sheriff’s department the resident will be sent a certified letter and give 30 days to remove the horse, thereafter the resident will be fined $50/day.    
New Business

September meeting has been changed to Thursday, September 13th at 6:30pm.
The council discussed putting the hay around the lagoon out on bids for next year.  The council will revisit the topic in January.
