Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Minutes

Schaaf moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the March 9th, city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Board of Equalization

William Schafer joined the council via speaker phone to discuss the 2020 annual assessors report.  The 2020 assessment for the City of New Salem is proposed at $62,005,300,  This represents a 1.34% decrease from the 2019 overall assessment.  Commercial properties valuation went down 1.09% and residential properties rose by 1.83%.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the 2020 assessments as presented by Schafer.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Norton presented change order #5 for $280,921.00 for the replacement of existing water main, sewer main and services on Oak Ave from 9th Street to 10th Street along with a full street width restoration.  Kautzman moved to accept change order #5 and C. Goetzfridt seconded.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Norton recommended award for the 2020 Street and Utility Improvments –Priority 2 be awarded to BEK Consulting for the low bid for the construction of Contract No. 1 – General Construction, Alternate No.1, Alternate No. 2A and Alternate No. 2B, for a total contract price of $1,613,533.50.  Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to award the contract to BEK Consulting.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Water & Sewer Committee

1. Install new watermain along Pine Avenue from 6th Street SW to 8th Street SW.  This portion of construction was designated as part of Priority 3 in the Preliminary Engineering report. If completed, this improvement would create an updated pipe loop within the City’s distribution system to enhance the fire flows for the southwest section of the City. Estimated Project Cost of additional project add-on is $226,878 (See Attached Cost Estimate).

2. Purchase a new computer and printer.  This computer and printer would replace the City’s current computer and printer which is approximately 5 years old.  This computer is used for utility billings. Quoted Cost is $1,632.00 (See attached quote)

3. Install automatic door opener/closures on the City building. The openers/closures would be installed on the two main public entrances. Total quoted price is $5,148.00 (See attached quotes)

4. Purchase a utility line tracer/locator.  The new watermains on Priority 1 were installed with tracing wires. This locator will enable the City employees to locate those watermains with accuracy. The City currently does not own a line tracer/locator. Total Cost is $2,067.80

Total costs of additions and purchases is estimated at $235,725.80. 

Davis presented items for the 2020 Priority 2 Bank of North Dakota Loan.  Gaebe moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the Resolution Providing For the Issuance and Sale of Water and Sales Tax Revenue Bond.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  

Police Committee
The council reviewed the March 2020 police report.
Ordinances
Gaebe moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the second and final reading of Ordinance #2020-02 AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF UP TO $1,500,000 CITY OF NEW SALEM, NORTH DAKOTA SALES TAX REVENUE BONDS TO FINANCE INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS.  All voting aye, the motion carried. 

Building Committee

Gaebe discussed with the council the possibility of platting several lots and homes being built just south of Old Hwy 10 west of town.  The current owner wanted reassurance that the council would be willing to issue building permits for the location prior to spending money on platting the land.  The council was in agreement that the owner should get an approval letter from the Public Service Commission prior to moving forward.
Gaebe presented a variance for deck steps for Sharon Kitzman.  It is the recommendation of the P&Z to allow the variance to be approved.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the variance.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Personnel Committee

The council was in agreement to hire a summer laborer.  Applications will be due May 4th @ 3pm and interviews will be held the same week.

Davis presented the council with a copy of the Families First Coronavirus Response Act.
