Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.
Attendance

Council Mayor:  Lynette Fitterer.

Minutes

Itrich moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the April 13th, city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Norton stated that the Bek would like to get construction underway beginning in June but we are still waiting on a few items that need to be completed before construction can begin.  
Norton also stated that Morton County reached out to him.  They would like to get estimates to put sanitary sewer service at the fairgrounds.
Water & Sewer Committee

1. Install new watermain along Pine Avenue from 6th Street SW to 8th Street SW.  This portion of construction was designated as part of Priority 3 in the Preliminary Engineering report. If completed, this improvement would create an updated pipe loop within the City’s distribution system to enhance the fire flows for the southwest section of the City. Estimated Project Cost of additional project add-on is $226,878 (See Attached Cost Estimate).

2. Purchase a new computer and printer.  This computer and printer would replace the City’s current computer and printer which is approximately 5 years old.  This computer is used for utility billings. Quoted Cost is $1,632.00 (See attached quote)

3. Install automatic door opener/closures on the City building. The openers/closures would be installed on the two main public entrances. Total quoted price is $5,148.00 (See attached quotes)

4. Purchase a utility line tracer/locator.  The new watermains on Priority 1 were installed with tracing wires. This locator will enable the City employees to locate those watermains with accuracy. The City currently does not own a line tracer/locator. Total Cost is $2,067.80

Total costs of additions and purchases is estimated at $235,725.80. 

Davis presented a Resolution Authorizing Issuance Loan Anticipation Temporary Revenue Bond, Series 2020, granting First International Bank and Trust the city’s interim financing for priority 2 with at an interest rate of 2.8% for the.  Itrich moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the Resolution as presented.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Davis presented a bill from A2Z Plumbing.  The bill comes from a home owner who independently hired A2Z to put in a new  water meter.  Henke stated that the city installs the water meters with no cost to homeowners, but the homeowner stated he had other plumbing issues that needed to be taken care of.  After some discussion it was the decision of the council that the bill is the responsibility of the homeowner.  P. Geotzfridt moved and Gaebe seconded to send the bill and a letter to the homeowner.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Street Committee

Fitterer discussed street cleaning concerns.  Henke stated he has been working on just making a pass on every street in town and then plans to go back over the streets again where there was a trail left behind.  Henke stated that the sweeper has been giving them trouble and they are working on making adjustments.  

Goetzfridt stated that he was contacted by a resident due to the city doors being locked due to COVID-19.  The council agreed the city was following the recommendations from the CDC and the closing was printed in the paper, was put on social media, and posted on the front door of the auditorium with information on how to get in contact with city workers, therefore it shouldn’t have been a concern since it was well posted.  

Auditorium Committee

Fitterer stated that some trim had come loose by the balcony ceiling in the auditorium and the clock needed to be put back up.  Davis stated that Janitor, YellowBird, would be back next week and the items would be taken care of at that time.

Police Committee
The council reviewed the April 2020 police report.
The council discussed with the sheriff that there have been a very large amount of complaints about dogs running at large and that the owners must be fined.  

ATV/Motorcycle concerns were also brought to the council, there is lots of off highway vehicles being ridden around town that are unlicensed with youth riders that are not following the law.  The city adopted the NDGF laws years ago for OHV and snowmobiles.  Therefore, these vehicles must be licensed to be on the streets and the drivers/riders must obey the laws set by the state.

Sanitation Committee

Fitterer requested to see the TransTrash expenses vs. the transfer station revenue.  Davis will report back next month.

Board of Health

Fitterer stated she was concerned about ND CountryFest moving forward.  The council agreed that as long as they are following the recommendations from the CDC and state guidelines they should continue to move forward.

Building Committee

Fuchs stated that he was in touch with the PSC and they have no concerns about developing the land west of town.  Fuchs also stated that he sought the advice of Morton County and they stated that they would allow 4 approaches in the area due to the slower speed signs and since it is within the city limits.
Personnel Committee

Two applications for employment were filed for the summer laborer position with the city.  Interviews were held, May 8, 2020.    Itrich recommended the city hire Wyatt Schaff as a summer laborer.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Schaaf seconded to hire Wyatt Schaff starting at $12/hour.  All voting aye the motion carried.
New Business
Fitterer stated that the city is in need of a new chainsaw.  Gaebe moved and Kautzman seconded to purchase a Husqvarna chainsaw from DFC.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Davis stated that the USDA recommended our council look at reviewing and revising the City’s Capital Improvement Plan.  Norton stated that due to the size of NS he doesn’t feel that is a good use of funds.  New Salem is small enough that the council is well aware of the projects and future plans.
Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to designate the New Salem Journal as our official newspaper.  All voting aye the motion carried.
