Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.
Attendance

Council Mayor:  Lynette Fitterer.

Minutes

Itrich moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the June 8th, 2020 city council minutes along with the June 30th, 2020 special meeting minutes as presented, all voting aye, the motion carried.
Reorganization Meeting

Gaebe, C. Goetzfridt, and Lausch recited and signed the Oath of Office.  

Eugene Schaff has resigned from the New Salem City Council, therefore a new president will need to be appointed.  The appointed president will need to be added to all city bank accounts and sign checks when the mayor or auditor are not available.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Itrich seconded to appoint Delton Kautzman as President of the Council.  All voting aye the motion carried.  
Kautzman moved and Gaebe Seconded for Darrell Itrich to serve as Vice President.  All voting aye the motion carried.  Committee Assignments were reviewed, Lausch agreed to serve on the Sanitation Committee and the Ordinance Committee.  Fitterer appointed Melissa Davis as City Auditor, Mahoney and Mahoney as City Attorney, AE2S as City Engineers, and Scott Austin as Emergency Manager.  Kautzman moved to approve the appointments and Itrich seconded, all voting aye the motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Marvin Schulz came to the council to discuss replacing the trees around the auditorium grounds.  Schulz stated that he had talked with Cheryl Doll at Plant Perfect and she will work with the city on the replacements.  Gaebe will do some research and report back to the council next month on the plans to replace trees.  

Mark Deraney from AMKO Advisors presented a bid for Refunding Improvements Bonds, Series 2020 from United Bankers’ Bank.  These refunding improvement bonds would save the city approximately $64,000.  Itrich moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the bid from United Bankers’ Bank, all voting aye the motion carried.  

Kautzman moved and Itrich seconded to approve the Municipal Advising Agreement with AMKO Advisors, all voting aye the motion carried.

Gaebe moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the Resolution Authorizing the Issuance and Sale of $705,000 of Refunding Improvement Bonds, Series 2020.  All voting aye the motion carried. 
Norton updated the council on the priority 2 project, stating that all streets included in the project were milled last week and that temporary water has been run.  Full construction will begin July 16.
Norton also stated that he worked with Rural Water and found that the problems Elm Crest was experiencing with their water is in their service line.  Elm Crest is getting bids for the project.

Nathan Boehm attended the meeting to introduce himself to the council.  Boehm is running for Morton County Commission.  
Water Committee
Henke had concerns about the sewer jetter that he discussed with the council.  A representative from Sanitation Products is coming to NS tomorrow to service it but Henke would like council member to also meet with the rep to discuss the issues he has been having.  The jetter is less than a year old and still has warranty.  The council was in agreement that if they don’t get the issues fixed on the jetter tomorrow that they should replace it.
Police Committee
The council reviewed the June 2020 police report.
Sanitation Committee

The council reviewed and the Transfer Station Policy which was last updated in 2015.  Lausch will work with transfer station attendant, Tyler Haff to make price adjustments and report back to the council next month.
Henke stated that the metal pile at the transfer station needs to be sold but wanted the council’s thoughts since price are currently so low.  The council agreed to sell it.
Board of Health

Custer Health viewed the homes at 410 N 6th and 103 N 2nd both homes have made an effort to clean up the properties and have taken care of the issues that were making them a health or safety concern.  Davis stated that Allen Tellmann visited with the property owner at 410 N 6th and the owner stated he is planning to demolish the property and possibly sell it.  Tellmann stated he would be interested in using the property for parking for Tellmann’s Market employees.  The council was in agreement that if that plan would progress a zoning change request would need to be filed with the city before Tellmann would want to purchase the property for the purpose of parking.  
Building Committee

Gaebe stated that the P&Z committee and the council would like the building inspector to inform them when building permits are issued.  Meyer agreed to send Gaebe a picture of each permit when issued. 
Gaebe stated that the P&Z will meet next week and will discuss writing ordinances on storage containers and bring a recommendation to the council next month.
Personnel Committee

City Works employee Andy Brunen has told the council that he will be retiring March 30, 2021.  The council was in agreement to open the position in January.

Ordinances

The council discussed complaints they have received about the property of Joyce Hoffer.  Fitterer agreed to talk to Hoffer about cleaning up the property and the unlicensed vehicles that are parked on and around the property.

New Business

Davis presented the preliminary budget with a total levy of $147,161.69.  This is a 2.7% decrease from last year.  Itrich moved and C. Goetzridt seconded to approve the preliminary budget.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Gaebe moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to hold the Final Budget hearing on September 14th at 6:30pm.  All voting aye the motion carried.

The council was presented with the 2018-2019 audit report completed by Rath and Mehrer.  Fitterer commended city auditor, Melissa Davis for maintaining the general financial records in overall good form.
