Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.
Attendance

Minutes

Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to approve the July 13th, 2020 city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, the motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Norton updated the council on the progress of the current project.  Norton presented pay application 8 for priority one in the amount of $92,701.74.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Kautzman seconded to approve pay application 8.  All voting aye the motion carried.  Also presented was pay application 1 for priority 2 in the amount of $148,955.25.  Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to approve pay application 1, all voting aye the motion carried.
Water Committee
Kautzman informed the council that the water main on 2nd street between Oak and Elm is narrowed and causing flow issues for Elm Crest.  Kautzman presented a proposal from Clay’s Plumbing to do the repair work in the amount of $39,855.00, not including street repair.  Norton stated that there could be money left in the contingency budget of priority 2 to add that project onto the current project, but the work would need to be completed by BEK if the USDA would allow us to use the remaining money in the budget.  Norton will get in touch with Scott Davis with the USDA to see if that could fall under the current project.

Henke stated that no progress has been made on the performance of the sewer jetter.  Sanitation Products was out and worked with Henke and had several of the same problems Henke was experiencing.  Henke stated that the machine has never run or worked properly since it was delivered and he has been in touch with the company on several occasions but was unable to make any progess with them.  Fitterer plans to get in touch with management at Sanitation Products and report back next month.
Police Committee
The council reviewed the July 2020 police report.
Auditorium Committee

Gaebe updated the council on the tree replacement at the auditorium.  After some discussion Gaebe moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to have to stumps removed by Hoesel Construction but not replace the trees due to overcrowding.   
Sanitation Committee

Lausch reviewed the transfer station disposal prices and made recommendations on price increases based on what other communities are charging.  Lausch suggested the following prices; mattresses $10, couch $10, sectional sofa $20, carpet $15-$30, refrigerator $20, washer $20, water heater $20, dishwasher $20, computer $15, upholstered chair $10, box spring $10, range $20, freezer $20, dryer $20, furnace $20, air conditioner $20, television $1/inch (measured diagonally), load of misc. trash ½ ton pickup $15, single axle truck or trailer $40, tandem or tri axle truck or trailer $50, semi trucks and trailers not allowed.  Lausch moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the recommendations, all voting aye, the motion carried.

Building Committee
Gaebe stated that the P&Z tabled the ordinances on storage containers until next month.
Ordinance

There were complaints received about trees being overgrown and blocking sidewalks throughout town.  Davis stated the best approach to take would be for reports to be made about those areas and Davis will contact the homeowner to trim the tree, if the tree isn’t trimmed within 14 days the city would send a letter stating that the trees need to be trimmed or the city will trim the trees and assess the property for any unpaid bills.
Old Business

Davis reminded the council  that the final budget hearing will be September 14th at 6:30pm.  While discussing the budget Gaebe suggested cutting the park board’s portion of city’s state aid.  The city currently gives 13.58% to the park district but with all the projects the city currently has underway it was thought that the money could be utilized by the city and help keep taxes lower.  Davis suggested that the city not cut the funding in 2021 since budgets have already been completed and the park board is most likely counting on that portion of money to come from the city.  The council decided to revisit the idea in March 2021.
Consent Agenda
Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to approve the consent agenda.  All voting aye the motion carried.
