Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.
Attendance

Minutes

Itrich moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the October 12th, 2020 city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, the motion carried.
Public Hearing 

Mayor Fitterer called the CDBG Public Hearing to Order at 6:30pm.  Fitterer asked the council and those in attendance for any comments or concerns in regards to any past or present CDBG projects.  Hearing none Fitterer close the public hearing.  

Hearing of Visitors

Norton presented the council will priority one change order 6.  This is a balancing change order to balance out the contract in the amount of -$7,342.25, due to some quantity changes.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to approve change order 6.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Norton presented priority one pay application 10 in the amount of $95,695.54, this is mostly pavement, sidewalk, and curb and gutter.  Gaebe moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the pay application 10 as presented.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Also presented by Norton was priority 2 change order 2 again this is a balancing change order for final measured quantities and includes the rock excavation on 8th Street and for additional pavement and sidewalk.  Change order 2 also includes a contract price adjustment.  Lausch moved and Itrich seconded to approve change order 2 in the amount of $27,048.00.  All voting aye the motion carried.  

Priority 2 pay application 4 in the amount of $840,843.28 was presented; this includes most of the pavement, sidewalk, and curb and gutter.  Itrich moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the pay application as presented.  All voting aye the motion carried.

A proposal from Braun Intertec in the amount of $8,957.00 for geotechnical exploration for the priority 3 project was presented.  Norton stated that the council would have the option to add an additional $50,000 of insurance for 10% of the proposal price.  If Braun Intertec was proven to be at fault for something such as street failure in the area of exploration they could be held responsible, but Norton stated that it is very difficult to prove fault.  Itrich moved and Lausch seconded to approve the Braun Intertec proposal without the added insurance pending attorney approval of the proposal.  All voting aye the motion carried.  
Lastly, Norton presented the Owner-Engineer Agreement for Professional Services in the amount of $313,700.00 for priority 3.  Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to approve the agreement contingent on attorney approval.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Norton suggested that the council move to give City Auditor, Melissa Davis the authorization to sign and submit the loan and grant applications on behalf of the city council.  C. Geotzfridt moved and Gaebe seconded to give Davis the authorization to sign on behalf of the City of New Salem.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Water Committee
Davis presented a Resolution Authorizing the Issuance of Water and Sewer Revenue Bond: Series 2020.  The USDA loan resolution pledges utility revenues and sales tax only to the extent necessary.  The interest rate is a fixed 1.75% for 40 years.  The loan includes a debt service reserve in the amount of $300.83/month until an amount equal to the debt service requirement is accumulated.  Also an asset replacement reserve of $4,800/year is required continuing for the term of the series 2020 bonds.  C. Goetzfridt moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the resolution.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Auditorium Committee

Gaebe was unable to get additional bids for the refinishing of the hardwood floor in the auditorium.  The council considered the bid from Rodgers Hardwood Floors, Inc in the amount of $8,700.00.  That includes cleaning, buffing, and applying 2 coats of basic coatings to the gymnasium.  Itrich moved and Lausch seconded to approve the bid of $8,700 from Rodger’s Hardwood Floors, Inc.  All voting aye the motion carried.  Davis will get it scheduled for over the Christmas break.
Police Committee
The council reviewed the October 2020 police report.  
Building Committee
Davis presented Ordinance No. 2020-01 AN ORDINANCE TO CREATE AND ENACT A NEW SECTION 6.0805.1 TO CHAPTER SIX OF THE REVISED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF NEW SALEM RELATING TO BUILDING PERMITS FOR STORAGE CONTAINERS.  Gaebe moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the second and final reading of the ordinance.  All voting aye the motion carried.

New Business

Lausch moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the Local Emergency Operations Plan.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Itrich moved and Lausch seconded to  approve the Morton County Mitigation Plan.  All voting aye the motion carried.
