Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Minutes

P. Goeztfridt moved and Lausch seconded to approve the January 11th, 2021 and the February 8th, 2021 (special meeting) city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, the motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Morton County Tax Director, Donald LeFlour approached the council with a tax exemption for improvements for 6 in 1 Meats.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to approve the 5 year tax exemption.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
LeFlour also asked the council to holds its Tax Equalization meeting on April 12th at 5:30pm.  Kautzman  moved and Gaebe seconded to hold the Tax Equalization meeting to April 12th, 2021 at 5:30pm.  All voting aye the motion carried.  

Dane Fuchs attended the meeting to discuss putting water lines into the four lots he plans to plat and sell in the future.  P. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded that the cost of installing the water lines will fall on the developer.  All voting aye the motion carried.   
Norton asked the city council for permission to advertise the first week in March for the priority 3 project.  Gaebe moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to give Norton the permission to advertise.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Water Committee
Davis presented a water rate increase from Missouri West Water.  The city received a $0.09/1000 gallon rate increase.  After some discussion Kautzman moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to keep water rates for the City of New Salem residents where they are and not pass that increase on to our consumers.  All voting aye the motion carried.  
Henke discussed some repairs that need to be made at the lift station.  Henke received a quote of $7385.00 from ND Sewage Pump and Lift Station Service.  Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to have the work completed.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Davis presented a loan resolution in the amount of $1,426,000.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the loan resolution, all voting aye the motion carried. 

Davis presented a Resolution of Member and Stockholders from USDA.  Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to approve the resolution as presented.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Davis presented a Municipal Advising Agreement from AMKO Advisors for assistance on our priority 3 project.  C. Goetzfridt moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the agreement, all voting aye the motion carried.
Auditorium Committee

Henke discussed with the council the condition of the auditorium water lines.  Henke stated that there have been several leaks already this year and is wondering if the council should consider updating those lines this spring/summer.  The council was in agreement to start looking at updating and replacing the lines.
The council was in agreement to put in the used cooler from DFC in the auditorium gym if the price is reasonable.
Personnel Committee

After much discussion about the City of New Salem workers pay rates being far below other communities of the same size, C. Goetzfridt moved to increasing the auditor salary to $30,000/yr, the Public Works Superintendant to $20.00/hr, the Public Works position to $18.75/hr, and the custodian wages to $15.58/hr effective April 1st.  Lausch seconded the motion, all voting aye the motion carried.

After a lengthy discussion about offering employees health insurance the topic was tabled until the personnel committee can meet with the employees to discuss the options.  

Henke agreed to get a public works report to the council later this week.

Davis presented a special events liquor license transfer from the Buck ‘N’ Rooster to the Auditorium on February 25-26, 2021.  Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to approve the consent agenda.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Lausch moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting aye the motion carried.
