Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Attendance

Minutes

Gaebe moved and Itrich seconded to approve the March 15th, 2021 city council minutes with the discussed additions.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Mayor Fitterer called the Board of Equalization meeting to order.  LaFleur stated that 2021 recommended true and full values for residential properties is $45,576,900, commercial properties are at $9,744,900, and agricultural properties are at $142,286.  The recommended values represent a 0.96% decline from 2020 overall.  Itrich moved and Lausch seconded to approve the true and full value as presented.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Brandon Booke attended the meeting to discuss a truck he purchased for hauling his racecar.  Booke stated that he received a ticket for having the truck parked on the corner on 8th and Elm, a street not marked as a truck route.  Booke had his truck weighed at the elevator and it does fall within the weight restrictions for regular traffic on his street.  The council was in agreement with Booke and truck route usage is not required by Booke with his truck.  Lausch moved and Gaebe seconded that the truck falls within our city ordinances and can be driven and parked on his street and he does not have to stay on truck routes due to it being under the required truck route weight.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  
Todd Norton recommended awarding the bid for priority three to Bek Consulting.  Kautzman moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to award the contract to Bek Consulting for a total contract price of $2,264,935.00 for the general construction, alternate no. 1, alternate no. 2A and alternate 2B.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Water Committee
Heins stated that city works has been monitoring the lift and it has been working properly the last month.
Davis updated the council about the water line break at Betty Hoesel’s, stating that it is currently in the hands ND Insurance Reserve Fund. City Attorney, John Mahoney, stated it is a case of comparative fault and suggested turning it over to NDIRF and they will assign fault percentages and determine an appropriate resolution.

C. Goetzfridt moved and Itrich seconded to approve the Resolution Authorizing the Assignment of Paying Agent and Bond Registrar Designation to Amko Bond Services, LLC, and Authorizing the Execution of the Paying Agent/Registrar Agreement with Amko Bond Services, LLC as presented by Davis.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to approve the First Reading of Ordinance #2021-01 AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF UP TO $3,000,000 CITY OF NEW SALEM, NORTH DAKOTA SALES TAX RENENUE BONDS TO FINANCE INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Auditorium Committee
The council reviewed a rent reduction request from Judith Deutsch for a tumbling and creative movement class.  Itrich moved and Lausch seconded to allow use of the auditorium for $10/day with no storage of mats or any other equipment in the building.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Police Committee
The council reviewed the March 2021 police report.
The council was in agreement to send a letter to Joyce Hoffer and Joey Kunkel in regards to the storage of junk and automobiles on their property and the neighbor’s property.  Also, law enforcement stated that Kunkel is working on the vehicles for friends/customers and the property is zoned residential and a business cannot be run from a residential property. 
Building Committee
Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to approve the final hearing of the zoning change request of Outlot C of Auditor’s Subdivision 30, being part of the North Half (N ½) of the Northwest Quarter (NW ¼) of Section 21, Township 139 North, Range 85 West of the Fifth Principal Meridian, City of New Salem, Morton County, North Dakota.  Said tract of land contains 7.98 acres, more or less.  Change of zoing from Agricultural to Residential-1 from Dale and Dane Fuchs.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Gaebe moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the final zoning change request for the East Part of Auditor’s Lot A of Lot C of NW ¼, Being part of Section 22, Township 139 North, Range 85, West of the Fifth Principal Meridian, City of New Salem, Morton County, North Dakota.  Said tract of land contains 10.32 acres, more or less.  Change of zoning from Agricultural to Commercial-1 from Tina and Robert Grade with a right of way though both the west part and east part of Auditor’s Lot A of Lot C of the NW ¼ for Elm Avenue.   All voting aye, the motion carried.
Gaebe moved and Itrich seconded to approve the preliminary hearing of the West Part of Auditor’s Lot A of Lot C of NW ¼, Being part of Section 22, Township 139 North, Range 85, West of the Fifth Principal Meridian, City of New Salem, Morton County, North Dakota.  Said tract of land contains 6.29 acres, more or less.  Change of zoning from Agricultural to Commercial-1 from Tina and Robert Grade with a right of way though both the west part and east part of Auditor’s Lot A of Lot C of the NW ¼ for Elm Avenue.   All voting aye, the motion carried.  A public hearing is scheduled for May 10th at 6:30pm for this zoning change request.
Gaebe stated that the Planning and Zoning will be meeting on May 4th, 2021 next month instead of the regularly scheduled date due to some conflicts.

Personnel Committee
Henke asked for clarification on city works certifications and pay raises.  The council agreed to honor 4 certifications; 2 for sewer, one for water and one for landfill.  All certifications will come with a 50 cent raise after certification completion.  All voting aye the motion carried.
The council reviewed the city works monthly report.  
New Business

Davis stated that a time capsule has been stored in the NS City Auditorium since 1983 and suggested allowing the Historical Society to take items they may want and disposing of the rest of the items.  The council agreed.
