REGULAR MEETING

Monday, May 10th, 2021, 6:30 p.m.

These minutes are being published subject to review and revision by the New Salem City Council.
Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Attendance

Council Mayor:  Lynette Fitterer.

Minutes

Itrich moved and Lausch seconded to approve the April 12th, 2021 city council minutes.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Public Hearing
Kautzman moved and  Lausch seconded to approve the zoning change request for Robert and Tina Grade of NEW SALEM LANDS;  West Part of Auditor’s Lot A of Lot C of NW ¼, Being part of Section 22, Township 139 North, Range 85, West of the Fifth Principal Meridian, City of New Salem, Morton County, North Dakota.  Said tract of land contains 6.29 acres, more or less, changing the zoning from agricultural to commercial-1.  Gaebe, Itrich, Kautzman, C. Goetzfridt, and Lausch voted aye, P. Goetzfridt voted nay.  The motion carried.
There was much discussion about whether or not to require Elm Ave to have an easement through the rezoned property.  Dale Haugen, the new owner of the property had concerns about Elm Avenue running through the property and chopping it up, making some of it unusable.  P. Goetzfridt stated that if we don’t require an Elm Ave easement that something could be built on the land without proper access.  Haugen would prefer to have access off of Highway 10.  The council was in agreement to allow Haugen to develop his ideas for the plat and bring his thoughts to the Planning and Zoning for preliminary approval when he is ready.
Water Committee
Henke discussed coming up with a plan to make the necessary repairs to the lift stations this summer.  The council was in favor to have Henke bring some estimates for the repairs to the next meeting.

Davis stated that there has been no update from ND Insurance Reserve Fund on the insurance claim at Betty Hoesel’s.  

Gaebe moved and Itrich seconded to approve the Resolution providing for the Issuance and Sale of Water and Sales Tax Revenue Bond (BND $987,000).  All voting aye the motion carried.

Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to approve the second and final hearing  of Ordinance #2021-01  AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF UP TO $3,000,000 CITY OF NEW SALEM, NORTH DAKOTA SALES TAX RENENUE BONDS TO FINANCE INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS. All voting aye the motion carried.
Itrich moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to attach a $20.50 utility bill adder to the June water bill for the priority three loan repayment.  All voting aye the motion carried. 
Itrich moved and Lausch seconded to increase monthly sewer rates from $20.50 to $22.00 starting with the June bill.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Street Committee

Fitterer encouraged the city works department to look around town for damaged signage and replace and repair where necessary.
Fitterer also stated that city works needs to look for handicap and no parking areas that need curbs repainted and complete that this summer.
Auditorium Committee
The council reviewed the rent exemption request for the Community Grant Foundation.  Gaebe moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve a rent reduction and charge them $25.  All voting aye the motion carried. 
Henke presented a quote to have a sprinkler system installed on the auditorium grounds from Brendall’s for $9,900.  The council was in agreement that right now isn’t the right time.

Davis informed the council that on April 26th a renting party accidently hit an elbow pipe coming off the radiator in the gym with a table rack, which created a leak on the gym floor.  Arrow Service Team was called and has been drying the floor out since April 29th.  The insurance party of the renting party has been informed along with the City’s insurance.  Damages will be assessed at a later date once the wood floor is dry. 

Henke asked about putting a ring with mulch around the trees on the auditorium grounds to eliminate some trimming.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Kautzman seconded to do a couple trees along Main Avenue and see how it looks.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Police Committee
The council reviewed the April 2021 police report.
The council sent a letter to Joyce Hoffer and Joey Kunkel in regards to the storage of junk and automobiles on their property and the neighbor’s property last month.  The council didn’t feel much progress has been made at the current time but the 30 days to get it cleaned up hasn’t passed yet.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to wait for the 30 day deadline to pass and then turn the issue over to the City Attorney so a fine of $50/day can be fined until the property is cleaned up.  All voting aye the motion carried.

The council agreed to send a letter to Kenny Groce to clean up his property also.

The Superintendant of Schools talked with the mayor and asked that the police crackdown on the kids driving recklessly around town.  That message was passed on to law enforcement during the meeting.

Sanitation Committee

C. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to hold city wide clean up as we have in the past when it works for the transfer station attendant.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Building Committee
The council reviewed the Fuchs Subdivision and saw no concerns.  Davis will request a Final Plat for approval next month.
Personnel Committee
The council reviewed the city works monthly report.  
Fitterer suggested holding employees meetings every couple months over lunch hour.  Itrich and C. Goetzfridt will arrange a time to meet with the employees for lunch in the near future.

Itrich moved and Lausch seconded to hire a part-time summer employee for 20-30 hours/week.  Applications will be due May 23rd and first day of employment will be June 1st.  All voting aye the motion carried.

New Business

Henke discussed that the city pickup is nearing the end of its life.  Fitterer suggested looking into getting a new pickup and for Henke and Heins to bring some estimates to the council.

Davis discussed insurance plans for the city works phone.  The council was in agreement to not purchase insurance.

Kautzman moved and Itrich seconded to approve the consent agenda.  All voting aye the motion carried.
