Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Minutes

Gaebe moved and Itrich seconded to approve the May 10th, 2021city council minutes.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Jim Krance attended the meeting to discuss well maintenance.

Sherri Rebel expressed concerns about children on bikes and driving vehicles that are not stopping at the stop sign on the corner of Sixth and Elm.  Rebel is very concerned that someone is going to get hurt or worse if something isn’t done.  Rebel also had some complaints about a car that with a flat tire that was parked across the street from her residence since December, she stated that the car was finally ticketed last weekend.  Rebel stated that she also has concerns that there are so many loose dogs and cats around town.  Also brought up by Rebel was that she witnessed a resident blowing pinecones out of their yard and into the street.  Rebel would like to see others take more pride in their community.  The council was in agreement to have the police committee talk to the Morton County Sheriff, Kyle Kirkmeier about our concerns.
Water Committee
Kautzman and Norton discussed the needed repairs to the lift station; they will be bringing some estimates for repairs from Clay’s and Sims Valley.
Davis stated that the ND Insurance Reserve Fund denied the claim from Betty Hoesel following a water line break in her home.    

Auditorium Committee
Davis informed the council that one June 1st she met with Rodger’s Hardwood Flooring rep, Mick Rodgers, and also with ND Insurance Reserve Fund agent, Scott Faehnrich, to assess the damages to the gym floor.  Rodger’s tested the moisture levels in the floor and they were still as high as 18% in the damaged areas.  Rodger’s stated that there is still some cupping but feels that will go away when the floor is completely dried out which can take up to 6 months, sometimes even longer.  He suggested to be patient with the process.  He feels if there are any damages after completely dry they will be minimal.  Faehnrich agreed to note Rodger’s suggestion in the insurance claim and stay in touch through the process. 
Itrich suggested replacing the ashtrays outside the auditorium because the current ones are falling apart.  Davis will get three new ones ordered.    

Davis presented the new auditorium rental contract drafted by Attorney, John Mahoney.  The council was in agreement to start using the new contract.  

Police Committee
The council reviewed the May 2021 police report.
Board of Health

Kautzman suggested writing a letter to Clint Feland about his deteriorating building on Main Avenue.  After the last storm Kautzman stated he threw several pieces of the building’s roof back into the fenced in area around the property.  There were shingles and shingle nails on the street.  The building inspector took a look at the property and stated it is both a public health and safety concern.  Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to giving Feland 30 days to present the council will a plan for repair or demolition of the building if Feland chooses not to respond to the request the council will start the process of condemning the building.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Fitterer stated that the Joyce Hoffer property has not made any progress since last discussed.  Attorney John Mahoney has drafted the necessary abatement paperwork to have served to Hoffer.  Itrich and Fitterer will prepare the necessary paperwork for the Sheriff Department.  

Itrich moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to have Kenny Groce’s property inspected by Custer Health if he doesn’t continue to make progress on cleaning the property up.  All voting aye the motion carried. 
Building Committee
Fuchs presented the final plat of the Fuch’s Subdivision, Gaebe moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the plat as presented. All voting aye the motion carried.
Personnel Committee
Due to multiple complaints Mayor Fitterer suggested the personnel committee and herself meet with City Work Superintendant Henke to discuss performance issues.
