Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Attendance

Minutes

Itrich moved and Lausch seconded to approve the July 12th, 2021 city council minutes.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Todd Norton updated the council on the progress of priority 3 project.  Norton also presented change order #1.  This change order will add additional water and sewer main to Elm Avenue from 1st Street to Lake Street and new sanitary sewer main along Lake Street from Elm Avenue to Oak Avenue. This change order also includes drainage improvements to the west end of Pine Avenue.  Gaebe moved and Laush seconded to approve change order number and to allow Kautzman to make decisions on the project change order moving forward as long as we stay within budget.  All voting aye the motion carried.  This change order will extend the substantial completion date for priority 3 to October 1st.  
Water Committee
Davis stated that the city was approved for a SRF (state revolving funds) Loan to refinance the priority one project.  As soon as the bond council has the paperwork ready Davis will present it to the council.
Street Committee

Fitterer stated that there have been some complaints about trees that need to be trimmed throughout town.  Fitterer stated that Davis has been contacting the homeowners of the properties to trim trees.  

Auditorium Committee

Gaebe stated that he has reached out to Clay’s Plumbing to provide us a quote for putting air conditioning in the auditorium.  Fitterer stated that several community organizations have reached out wanting to contribute to the project.  

Police Committee

The council reviewed the June police report.

Board of Health

Kenny Groce’s property was inspected by Custer Health and they have declared it a public health nuisance.   Custer Health sent a letter and Groce has until August 23rd to get the property cleaned up.  Fitterer plans to keep in close contact with Groce in regards to the cleanup.  
After discussing some others properties that are in need of cleanup Itrich moved and Lausch seconded to send letters to Chris Moss and Bill Kalvoda.  Lausch, Itrich, Kautzman, Gaebe, and C. Goetzfridt voted aye.  P. Goetzfridt voted nay.  The motion passed. 
Personnel Committee
Heins reported to the council on behalf of the city works department he stated he has been working out at the lagoon, spraying weeds around town, sweeping streets, and working in the auditorium.  

Heins also presented a quote for a new city pickup with a service box from Puklich Chevrolet for $55,273.00.  Gaebe suggested trying to get a couple more quotes if possible and Fitterer suggests having decals made for the pickup when we get one.  Heins will bring additional information to the next meeting.

Fitterer stated that we have received 2 applications for the City Works Superintendant position.  Interviews will be scheduled soon.

Davis states that John Mahoney does not have the 2am bar closing ordinance drafted yet.

Gaebe moved and Kautzman seconded to approve a $500 donation to the Old Red Trail.  All voting aye the motion carried.
