Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Attendance

Minutes

Itrich moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the August 9th, August 17th and August 24th, 2021 city council minutes.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors
Public Hearing:  Davis presented the 2022 Final Budget with a tax levy of $152,612.22.  Gaebe moved and  Lausch seconded to approve the final budget as presented.  All voting aye the motion carried. 

Morton County Director of Tax Equalization, Donald LaFleur, presented the council with information regarding the upcoming tax reevaluation for 2022.  LaFleur stated that they follow guidance from the ND Office of State Tax Commissioner and the International Association of Assessing Officers (IAAO).  Their goal for this revaluation is to ensure that the values they have are accurate, fair, and uniform across the city.
Todd Norton updated the council on the progress of priority 3 project.  Norton also presented pay application no. 1 in the amount of $1,236,370.85.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Itrich seconded to approve pay application no. 1.  All voting aye the motion carried.  
Norton also presented an amendment to our owner-engineer agreement.  The amendment allows for additional engineering services to priority 3 in the amount of $52,690.  Itrich moved and Lausch seconded to approve Amendment No. 1 as presented.  All voting aye the motion carried.  
Last Norton presented a bill from BEK for an emergency repair of the lift station for $7,098.82.  Itrich moved and Gaebe seconded to approve paying the bill.  All voting aye the motion carried.   
Water Committee
The council discussed the remaining issues with the lift station and Kautzman stated he has contacted some contractors to complete the work but the contractors haven’t been able to put together any estimates yet due to the fact that they are waiting on prices from their manufactures on the parts.  The council was in agreement that the work should be completed before winter.  Kautzman suggests having a special meeting as soon as any estimates are received. 

Davis presented A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING ISSUANCE OF $1,042,000 WATER REVENUE REFUNDING BOND, SERIES 2021B and $1,042,000 SEWER REVENUE REFUNDING BOND, SERIES 2021C.  The resolution authorizes two SRF loans to refinance the $2,084,000 USDA 2019 Bond.  Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to approve the resolution.  All voting aye the motion carried. 

Auditorium Committee

The council discussed a request received from the family of Ingram Opp.  Opp was an employee of the city for 36 years and recently passed away.  The family would like to purchase a memorial bench in honor of Opp and have it placed on the auditorium grounds.  The council agreed it was a great idea.  
Police Committee

The council reviewed the August police report.

Board of Health

Fitterer stated that Kenny Groce’s property was inspected by Custer Health and they have declared it a public health nuisance and gave him until August 23rd to clean up the property.  The council was in agreement that the property has not been cleaned up and will seek the advice of the City Attorney on how to move forward with the cleanup process.    
Personnel Committee
The council reviewed the City Works Report.  McGrath stated he would like to see the records of the city works department be stored electronically on a mobile device to make them more user-friendly.  The council suggested that the city works spend some time researching different storage options and what kind of equipment would be needed and present at the next meeting.  McGrath also shared that the shop gets sitting water in it after it rains and there is no floor drain or pump.  Fuchs stated that many times after a heavy rain they would end up with a watery mess as the water just runs down the sloped driveway into the shop.   The council suggested that the city works get a quote for a shop floor drain and pump.  

Heins presented a bid for a new city pickup with service bed from Kramer Chevrolet for $54,916.  Lausch moved and Gaebe seconded to purchase the pickup from Kramer Chevrolet.  All voting aye the motion carried. 
Ordinances
Davis presented the 2am bar closing ordinance.  Itrich moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the first reading of Ordinance No. 2021-01 AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND AND REENACT SECTIONS 8.0616 AND 8.0616.1 AND REPEAL SECTION 8.0616.2 OF CHAPTER EIGHT OF THE REVISED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF NEW SALEM RELATING TO HOURS OF OPERATION OF LIQUOR LICENSE PREMISES.  Gaebe, C. Goetzfridt, Lausch, Itrich and P. Goetzfridt voted aye.  Kautzman abstained.
