Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Attendance

Minutes

Itrich moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the October 11th and October 18th, 2021 city council minutes as presented.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Mayor Fitterer called the Public Hearing to Order at 6:30pm for Priority 4 of water/sewer/street project.  Norton presented information to those in attendance.  In 2016 AE2S evaluated the current water and sewer system and 76% of the water system has inadequate fire flow and the sewer is original, most of it installed in the 1940’s.  Priority 4 will include North 7th and 6th Streets along with parts of Oak, Elm and Cedar if time allows.  The project will include new watermains, hydrants, sanitary sewer, and new paving from curb to curb with handicapped ramps off the sidewalks.  Funding for the project will include USDA grant/loan for the utilities and a Bank of North Dakota loan for the street repairs.  The project is projected to cost $5,550,000 of which the city is eligible for a grant up to 45%.  The remainder that is financed will be repaid through a utility bill adder.  Norton stated that operation and maintenance costs have significantly decreased with the completion of the first 3 priorities.  Norton opened the meeting for questions and concerns.  Itrich moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to move forward with Priority 4 to include both North 7th and 6th Streets and repaying the project with the utility adder option.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Itrich moved and Lausch seconded to increase the utility bill adder by $10/month/user.  Gaebe, Itrich and Lausch voted aye.  Kautzman, C. Goetzfridt and P. Goetzfridt voted nay.  Mayor Fitterer voted nay, the motion fails.  

C. Goetzfridt moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve a $7.50/month/user utility bill adder.  Kautzman, Lausch, C. Goetzfridt and P. Goetzfridt voted aye.  Gaebe and Itrich voted nay.  The motion carried.
Christina Hausauer, Seth Hausauer, and Jared Bollom attended the meeting to discuss their concerns about livestock trailers being parked in their neighborhood.  The parties all stated that the smell of cow manure is overpowering to the point where they are unable to open their windows.  The trucks have driven up over the curbs, into residential driveways, and nearly hit cars on several occasions.  The trucks come in late at night and early in the morning creating loud noises.  The council is in agreement that the trailers need to be removed.  Fitterer will contact the owners and request the removal of the trailers or his presence at the next meeting.
Water/Sewer Committee
Norton presented change order 3 to our owner-engineer agreement that included an increase in the amount of $27,867.93.  Itrich moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the change order.  All voting aye the motion carried. 

Norton presented contractor’s pay application no. 3 in the amount of $550,463.27.  Itrich moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve pay application no. 3.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Norton discussed the Final Approval and Acceptance for Priority 3.  Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the final inspection and acceptance.  All voting aye the motion carried.  

McGrath discussed having GIS set up by AE2S for the City’s water/sewer system.  McGrath stated that the initial cost for setup would be $13,500.  In addition there would $850/year licensing fee and hourly GPS subscriptions.  The city would be responsible to buy all GPS equipment.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Kautzman moved to allow AE2S to move forward with the GIS platform impelmentation paying for them out of the water/sewer accounts.  Lausch, Kautzman, C. Goetzfridt, Gaebe, Itrich voted aye.  P. Goetzfridt voted nay.  The motion carried. 
Auditorium Committee

A request was made by local home school families to use the auditorium twice a month for some gym time.  Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to approve the home school families use of the gym for the same price as the school.  All voting aye the motion carried. 
Davis stated that ND Country Fest would like to rent the auditorium for an evening to host several concerts on March 28th as part of their hometown Tour.  Gaebe moved and Itrich seconded to allow Country Fest use of the building with completion of an event permit.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Police Committee

The council reviewed the October police report.

Board of Health
Fitterer updated the council on the progress of the Kenny Groce Property.  Fitterer stated there has been progress at the property and speaking with the Power of Attorney progress will continue.
Fitterer addressed the council reminding them that it is not their job to drive around and look for unsightly property.  Fitterer stated that we respond to complaints when we receive them.

Personnel Committee
The council reviewed the City Works Report.  McGrath stated the pump at the golf course needs replacement.  Fitterer told city works to get estimates for the work.  
McGrath said they are still in need of confined space equipment.  Lausch moved and Itrich seconded to allow the city works to purchase what is needed.  All voting aye the motion carried.  
McGrath and Heins discussed the backflow prevention requirements.  The council suggested the city works do more research on the costs and requirements with the program.  

Fitterer stated that Scott Austin has decided to resign from his position as emergency director at the end of the year.  The council asked Davis to check with the county on the need for an emergency director.
