Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Attendance

Minutes

Kautzman moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the December 13th, 2021 city council minutes as presented.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Norton stated that the city can apply for a community facilities loan though the USDA to pay for the street portion of priority 4 and 5.  Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to allow Davis to sign and submit  the loan application papers for the community facilities loan.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  

Norton informed the council that the geotechnical engineers from Braun Intertec will be performing their borings next week sometime.   
Police Committee

The council reviewed the December police report.  Kautzman suggested the Sheriff’s department start tagging vehicles that are violating the 48 hour parking ordinance in October so that by the time snow falls those vehicles are moved off the street.  Davis stated that the sheriff’s department tagged 22 vehicles last week alone.
Davis received a call from Janessa from Elm Crest Assisted Living concerned that their tenants would have a difficult time moving their vehicles every 48 hours during the winter on the snow and ice.  The council was in agreement that the spots designated for assisted living tenants do not need to by moved every 48 hours.  City workers will coordinate with Elm Crest a specific time to clean North 2nd street when needed.  
Building Committee

Gaebe moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the zoning change request from RTG Holdings to change NEW SALEM PROPER; Block 18 LOTS 4-5 & W 2' LOT 6 from residential-one to commercial-one and for a public hearing on the matter to be held at the next regular city council meeting on February 14, 2022.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Personnel Committee
The council reviewed the City Works Report.  McGrath and Heins stated they are in need of a rock bucket.  They are waiting on an estimate for a manufactured one but figured it would cost around $1500-$1700 to make their own.  Fitterer recommends they bring an estimate to the council when one is received. 
C. Goetzfridt moved and Gaebe seconded to approve a 3% cost of living raise for city workers effective immediately.  All voting aye the motion carried.
