Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Minutes

Gaebe moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the January 10th, 2022 city council minutes as presented.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Mayor Fitterer called the zoning change request public hearing to order.  Hearing no objections, Gaebe moved and P. Goetzfrdit seconded approve the zoning change request from RTG Holdings to change NEW SALEM PROPER; Block 18 LOTS 4-5 & W 2' LOT 6 from residential-one to commercial-one.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Mike and Kris Emineth came to the council to discuss the replacement of a possible lead pipe in their home.  The council explained that a good time to do that would be when their street’s water and sewer mains are replaced.  The home owner and their contractor would just need to coordinate with the city’s contractor.

Ward Heidbreder from ND Rural Water attended the meeting to discuss and answer any questions the council may have about the backflow protection requirements.  Heidbreder stated that backflow prevention guidelines have been in place since 1978 but are finally starting to be enforced and penalized.  Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the first reading of ORDINANCE NO. 2022-01;  AN ORDINANCE TO CREATE AND ENACT A NEW SECTION 7.0131 TO CHAPTER SEVEN OF THE REVISED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF NEW SALEM RELATING TO BACKFLOW PREVENTION FOR THE CITY WATER AND SEWER SYSTEM.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Gaebe moved and Kautzman seconded to adopt the comprehensive backflow prevention program.  C. Goetzfridt, Kautzman, and Gaebe voted aye, P. Goetzfridt voted nay, the motion carried. 
Water Committee

Davis stated that the city received a ten cent per thousand gallon water rate increase from Missouri West Water.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Kautzman seconded to pass this increase along to the consumers of New Salem.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Police Committee

The council reviewed the January police report
Auditorium Committee

Davis stated that there are a large amount of box elder bugs in the auditorium daily.   The council suggested city workers try getting in contact with pest control and get suggestions for appropriate sprays.
Gaebe moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to get bids for the installation of air conditioning in the auditorium and to put it out on bids for 60 days.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Personnel Committee
The council reviewed the City Works Report.
Fitterer stated that city works employee, Derrek Heins, has turned in his resignation with the city.  Fitterer stated that Heins plans to continue to work for the city till the end of February.  The council was in agreement to open the full time position for applicants until March 25th, 2022 with the goal of hiring a new employee on April11th, 2022.  C. Goetzfridt moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to give McGrath a temporary pay raise for the additional work load until a new employee is hired with the city, McGrath’s pay raise effective March 1, 2022.  All voting aye the motion carried.  
Fitterer appointed Colby McGrath as New Salem’s new emergency director.

New Business

Fitterer discussed ideas for city government week, she plans to coordinate something with the school.

P. Goetzfridt moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to hold the board of equalization meeting on April 11th, 2022 at 6:30pm.  All voting aye the motion carried.
