Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Attendance

Minutes

Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to approve the February 14th, 2022 city council minutes as presented.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Todd Norton informed the council that the city received an additional $384,000 in disaster grant funds for the street portion of priority 4 & 5 and that USDA is trying to get us a better interest rate on the loan portion.  Last week AE2S finished up the design phase and the plans are currently with USDA and DEQ for approval.  Kautzman moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded open and advertise priority 4 and 5 for bids.  All voting aye the motion carried.  
Street Committee

The council has concerns about getting the chip sealing done this year.  The city is a couple years behind and it is necessary that the new streets be chipped sealed to prevent deterioration.  This is a large job and at least 2-3 employees are needed to complete the work.  The city currently has no applications for our city works job opening.  P. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to put the chip sealing work out on bids the number of blocks to be determined by McGrath.  All voting aye the motion carried.  
Auditorium Committee

Davis stated that a local resident would like to donate a new water bill drop box for the front of the auditorium.  Lausch moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the donation.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Davis was in touch with Rodger’s Hardwoods to discuss options for repairing the water damage to the auditorium gym floor.  The council considered refinishing the entire floor, just refinishing the area that was damaged, or leaving the floor as is.  Rodger’s Hardwood stated that if the council choose to just refinish the damaged area that the color will not match up and will make the damage more obvious, but that a complete refinish of the floor is tens of thousands of dollars.  The council was in agreement the damage is minimal and to leave the floor as it is and continue with our planned maintenance schedule.  
Police Committee

The council reviewed the February police report.
Board of Health

The council addressed the increasing turkey population inside the city limits.  The growing population is becoming a nuisance and destroying property.  Davis has been in contact with North Dakota Game and Fish and they are willing to come bait, trap, and relocate them in the fall, unfortunately this isn’t a successful process in the spring/summer.  It is very important that local residents not feed the turkeys because as long as they have a food source they will continue to return.
Building Committee

The council reviewed the Haugen Plat as presented.  Gaebe moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded approve the plat as presented.  All voting aye the motion carried.  
Along with the plat they were presented with Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions and Also the Bylaws of the Haugen Commercial Park.  The council was in agreement to have Mahoney review the documents and review them next month.  
Personnel Committee
The council reviewed the City Works Report.
Fitterer stated the city is in desperate need of a new pickup.  McGrath has been looking but by the time he finds a decent pickup and presents it to the council it is sold.  Lausch moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to give McGrath permission to purchase a city pickup under $55,000 at his discretion.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  
McGrath stated he completed the backflow training for city personnel.  C Goetzfridt moved and Kautzman seconded to give McGrath a $0.50 pay raise and to add it to McGraths temporary pay raise for completing the training.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Ordinances

Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the second and final reading of ORDINANCE NO. 2022-01;  AN ORDINANCE TO CREATE AND ENACT A NEW SECTION 7.0131 TO CHAPTER SEVEN OF THE REVISED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF NEW SALEM RELATING TO BACKFLOW PREVENTION FOR THE CITY WATER AND SEWER SYSTEM.  C. Goetzfridt, Kautzman, and Gaebe voted aye, P. Goetzfridt voted nay, and Lausch abstains.  The motion carried.
