Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Minutes

Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to approve the April 11th, and the April 21st,  2022  city council minutes as presented.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Fitterer called the Board of Equalization meeting to order.  Donald LaFleur stated that there was an error in reporting of the Soupir Home.  The home was assessed as a one story home and the property is actually a 1 ½ story.  That is what made the most difference in the increased value of the home from previous years.  Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to approve the Board of Equalization with the $11,300 adjustment to the Soupir home.   Gaebe, C. Goetzfridt, Lausch and Kautzman voted aye, P. Goetzfridt voted nay, motion passed.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the issuance of the notice to proceed and the signing of the contracts by the mayor for the utility project and the issuance of the notice to proceed and the signing of the contracts for the street seal project contingent upon the attorney review.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Water and Sewer Committee

Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to approve the first reading of Ordinance No. 2022-1 AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 7.114 OF ARTICLE 1, CHAPTER SEVEN OF THE REVISED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF NEW SALEM RELATING TO DAMAGES TO CURB COCKS BY PROPERTY OWNERS.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Davis presented a financing resolution for priorities 4 and 5.  The resolution includes loan anticipation temporary revenue bond, series 2022A (WEP) and Loan anticipation temporary revenue bond, series 2022B (CF) for $2,686,000.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to approve the financing resolution as presented.  All voting aye the motion carried. 
Auditorium Committee

Gaebe presented a bid from IGOE for the installation of 6 mini-split a/c units in the amount of $54,750.00 and a bid from Oztech Electric to install the power for the a/c units in the amount of $17,895.00.  Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to approve both bids and move forward with the installation.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Police Committee

The council reviewed the April police report.
Building Committee

Gaebe moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve Resolution 2022-01, the annexation of Joe Kautzman Addition, Part of Lot B of Auditor’s Lot C of the NW ¼, 32 Acres.  With a public hearing being held July 11th, 2022 at 7:00pm Lausch, C. Goetzfridt, P. Goetzfridt, and Gaebe voted aye, Kautzman abstained.  The motion carried.

P. Goetzfridt moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve Resolution 2022-03, the annexation of Joe Kautzman Addition, Lot 2 of Lot B of auditor’s Lot C of the NW ¼, 1 acre.  Lausch, C. Goetzfridt, P. Goetzfridt, and Gaebe voted aye, Kautzman abstained.  The motion carried.
The council reviewed the Resolution to annex in the Haugen plat but tabled the annexation until more information is received about the contractor’s plan.  
The council considered the annexation of the Haugen Commercial Park.  Norton stated he would like the city to have something in writing between the city and Haugen in regards to the street responsibility and have a developer’s plan in place before the annexation is considered.
The council reviewed The Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions and Also the Bylaws of the Haugen Commercial Park.  
Personnel Committee
The council reviewed the City Works Report.  The council was in agreement to advertise for summer help for the city works department.  McGrath stated concerns about the condition of the auditorium foundation.  McGrath and Gaebe will work together to come up with a solution.  

McGrath asked what the plan was with the asphalt pile outside the transfer station.  The council was in agreement to give it away to anyone who would have a use for it but they will be responsible for the loading/hauling.  Interested parties can contact the city office to arrange pickup.
