Kautzman called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

 Minutes

C. Goetzfridt moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the April 3rd, 2023 city council minutes with the change of Geotzfridt’s motion to request the attorney’s retainer proposal, but not to include the rate of $400/month.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Kautzman called the Board of Equalization meeting to order.  Donald LaFleur stated that he met with the property owners that had appeals to their tax assessments and made some adjustments and presented them to the council.  The council heard several additional appeals from residents.  Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to assess the full and true value of Sourpir’s property (1100 Ash Avenue) at $395,300.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  Lausch moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to leave Vickie Keuther’s 2 parcels (#66-0518072 & #66-0518040) at the 2022 assessed value and not increase them to the recommended 2023 values.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  Moen moved and Gaebe seconded to assess Perrin Geotzfridt’s vacant property (309 N 6th Street) at the 2022 value instead of increasing it to the recommended 2023 value.  Moen, Gaebe and Lausch voted aye, C. Goetzfridt and P, Goetzfridt abstained.  Hearing no other appeals Kautzman closed the Board of Equalization meeting.

Norton updated the council on the priority 4 and 5 project.  Norton stated that construction is set to begin on May 15th.  Temporary water lines will be placed the week of May 15th and streets will be milled on Friday, May 19th.
Street Committee

Davis stated that McGrath reported damages to the 300 block of N 4th Street from the truck traffic from the school project.  Davis has been in contact with the contractor and they are aware of their responsibility to fix the street after construction is complete.  Kautzman has also contacted the school about the damages.
Auditorium Committee

McGrath has been working with Prairie Engineering on the design of a new hot water heat boiler system for the auditorium.  The project will hopefully go out on bids late this month or early next month.  The probable boiler replacement cost is $305,200.
Davis presented a rent exemption request from the Holstein Booster Club for the annual athletic banquet.  Lausch moved and Moen seconded to approve the exemption.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Davis stated that the City received a Community Foundation Grant for $18,360.  Kautzman has been trying to get in touch with a local contractor about completing the project and suggests if any council members know any contractors interested in the job to get them in touch with us.   

Police Committee

The council reviewed the April police report.
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

City wide cleanup will be the week of May 22nd.  The transfer station will be open Monday-Friday from 4pm-8pm and Saturday from 10am-4pm, fees will be half price.
Planning and Zoning

Gaebe presented the plans for Haugen Commercial Park.  Lausch moved and Moen seconded to move forward with the plat and developer’s agreement.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  
Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to approve Resolution 2023-3, Resolution for Annexation of Property (Haugen Addition).  All voting aye, the motion carried.  The public hearing will be held on July 10th, 2023 at 6:30pm.   
New Business

The council reviewed the retainer agreement from John Mahoney.  The council had several questions about the terms of the agreement and would like more clarification.  Davis will reach out to Mahoney and more discussion will be held at next month’s meeting.
Lausch moved and Moen seconded to approve Resolution 2023-04, Resolution of City of New Salem authorizing filing an application with the North Dakota Department of Environmental Quality for assistance performing a lead service line inventory in compliance with the lead and copper rule revisions.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Kautzman stated he will not be available for next month’s meeting and asked the council to consider rescheduling the regular meeting.  The council was in agreement to hold the next city council meeting on Tuesday, June 6th, 2023 at 6:30pm.
