Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

 Minutes

Lausch moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the October 10th, 2023 city council minutes as presented.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Scott Solem from Solem Law Office attended the meeting at the council’s request to discuss the possibility of taking over as city attorney at the end of John Mahoney’s term.  Solem plans to put together a proposal for the council to review.

Ron and Tina Kuntz have taken over the Sunset Inn and asked the council to consider prorating a liquor license for 2023.  There hope is to be able to be open for New Year’s Eve.  Lausch moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to charge $100 for the month of December 2023.  Moen, Gaebe, Lausch and P. Goetzfridt voted aye, Kautzman abstained.  The motion passed.  
Water &Sewer Committee

Norton stated that the 2023 water/sewer/street project has wrapped up and presented the Contractor’s Application for Payment No. 6 in the amount of $755,710.99 from BEK.  Lausch moved and Kautzman seconded to approve pay application six.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Davis requested the purchase of an ACH payment module for our utility software.  This would allow water customers to set up monthly reoccurring payments.  The cost of the additional program is a onetime charge of $995 and an additional $195/year for the customer support.  Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to allow the purchase of the ACH module.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  
Auditorium Committee

Davis presented pay request #4 from Central Mechanical for the auditorium boiler replacement in the amount of $34,132.39.  Gaebe moved and Moen seconded to approve and pay application #4.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Davis stated that the city was the recipient of a homeland security grant for the purchase and installation of security cameras at the auditorium.  Davis stated there is a lot of additional work to be completed before the funds are dispersed to the city and the work can begin.  Davis will keep the council updated on the progress.

Police Committee

The council reviewed the October police reports.  
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

Heins contacted MDU about getting a street light out at the dump ground.  He has not received an official quote yet but was told it would probably cost between $5000-$6000.  Heins feels the city should consider putting up their own posts with lights and cameras. 
Personal Committee

The council reviewed the City Work Report.  
New Business

Davis stated that the Annexation of the HWY 31 Commercial Park 2nd Addition public hearing will have to be moved to January 8th, 2024 at 6:30pm due to the legal paperwork not being completed on time for publication.  
The council members received a proposal from Heartland Law for the city attorney position.  They will review all proposals at a later date.
