Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

 Minutes

Gaebe moved and Moen seconded to approve the November 13th, 2023 city council minutes as presented.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Brett Job from the Public Service Commission, Abandoned Mines Division, stated they are looking at performing an exploratory drilling project to find voids underground leftover from mines that operated from 1924-1951.  The drilling will have no large affects to the surface and will hopefully lead to a remote backfill project in the future.  P. Goetzfridt moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the consent for right of way entry.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  
Water &Sewer Committee

Norton presented Change Order No. 2.  This is a balancing change order to account for the final measured quantities and also to change the substantial completion date to accommodate the weather delays.  Gaebe moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve change order no. 2.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Norton presented the final Contractor’s Application for Payment No. 7 in the amount of $173,969.61 from BEK.  Kautzman moved and Moen seconded to approve pay application seven.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Davis presented the Missouri West Water Systems 5th Amendment to water purchase agreement.  The amendment will extend the length of our purchase agreement for 40 years as required by USDA.  Gaebe moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the purchase agreement.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  Davis will forward the agreement to MWWS for their approval.
Street Committee

Gaebe stated that he has received some complaints about how icy the streets have been.  He requested City Works get out and put sand down as soon as possible.  

Fitterer asked the council what we would like to do with the city’s old dump truck.  Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to put it out on bids due at the January 8th, 2024 meeting.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Auditorium Committee

Davis presented pay request #5 from Central Mechanical for the auditorium boiler replacement in the amount of $88,222.50.  P. Goetzfridt  moved and Moen seconded to approve and pay application #5.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Davis stated that the city was the recipient of a homeland security grant and all work has been completed to release the funds for use.  Davis presented an updated estimate from Northern Lights Digital in the amount of $5471.90.  Moen moved and Kautzman seconded to accept the estimate as presented.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Police Committee

The council reviewed the November police reports.  
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

Davis presented a letter from Cofer Sanitation requesting a $1.25/month rate increase for both residential and commercial properties.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Moen seconded to approve the increase.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

The council reviewed the transfer station disposal fees.  Kautzman moved and P Goetzfridt seconded to change ½ ton puickup to $20, single axle to $60 and Tandum, or tri-axle to $80, mattresses $10-$20, couches $20, sectional couches $20-$30, upholstered chairs $15.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  
Davis stated that Arrowwood Inn illegally disposed of many items on the compost pile at the transfer station.  Davis delivered a letter to the manager at the Arrowwood Inn stating the fees needing to be paid due to the illegal disposal, but received no response from them.  The council was in agreement to send a letter to Solid Investments stating the balance due and that if it is not paid it will be assessed to the property.
Building Committee

Kautzman moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve Resolution 2023-04, Resolution for Annexation of Property to the City of New Salem, Morton County, North Dakota (Highway 31 Commercial Park 2nd Addition) with a public hearing being held on February 12, 2024 at 6:30pm.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  
Personal Committee

The council reviewed the City Work Report.  Heins requested to purchase 3 pumps for the lagoon, each pump costing $12,545.  Gaebe moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the purchase of the pumps using ARPA dollars.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  
C. Goetzfridt moved and Moen seconded to approve a 5% raise city employees in 2024.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  

Fitterer recommended a $200 Christmas bonus for full time employees and a $100 bonus for part time employees,  Kautzman moved and C. Goetzfrdit seconded to approve the bonuses.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  

Tyler Haff, transfer station attendant, requested a clothing allowance for the purchase of some winter gear, Moen moved and Kautzman seconded to approve a onetime $60 allowance.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Moen moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the Bond Council Fee Agreement for the Priority 6 project.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  
Kautzman moved and  Moen seconded to approve the Legal Services Agreement with John Mahoney for the Priority 6 project.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
