Kautzman called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Minutes

Lausch moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the May 13th, 2024 city council minutes and the May 20th special meeting minutes as presented.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors
Kautzman called the zoning change public hearing to order.  Dane Fuchs made application for two zoning change requests.

1. NEW SALEM LANDS, Description of Property: AUD LOT E OF SE 1/4 SE 1/4, Being part of Section 17, Township 139 North, Range 85, West of the Fifth Principal Meridian, City of New Salem, Morton County, North Dakota.  Said tract of land contains 1.65 acres, more or less
2. NEW SALEM LANDS; Description of Property:  AUD LOT F OF SE 1/4 SE 1/4, Being part of Section 17, Township 139 North, Range 85, West of the Fifth Principal Meridian, City of New Salem, Morton County, North Dakota.  Said tract of land contains 1.65 acres, more or less.
Hearing no protests, Gaebe moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the two zoning change requests for Dane Fuchs from Residential to Agricultural.   All voting aye, the motion carried.
Jon Engelstad asked about an old pump house behind his home.  Kautzman said it is no longer being used and requested that city works remove it.  

Water &Sewer Committee

Norton presented Task Order No. 5 for the dredging of the lagoon pond.  Norton stated the city will need to collect samples from the pond and NDRW will be getting the sludge depth before moving forward.  P. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to approve Task Order No. 5.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  

The City is still waiting for final funding approval from USDA on the Priority 6 project.

P. Goetzfridt discussed the possibility of starting to save for a new water storage tank in the future.  Kautzman was in agreement but felt we need to gather more information and do the proper studies to move forward.

Street Committee
Norton informed the council that bid opening for the street seal project will be Thursday at 11am.  
Auditorium Committee

The council reviewed a rent reduction/exemption request for a tech camp for kids put on by Enel Green Power on August 3rd.  Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to approve a rent exemption, but still require a $500 deposit in case of damages.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Moen presented a second rent reduction/exemption request for a STEM camp put on by the Lions Club on September 20th.  Lausch moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve a rent exemption, but still require a $500 deposit in case of damages.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Davis stated the Betterment committee would like to place a bench in the memory of Wayne Hoger on the east side of the auditorium property.  The council was in favor.
Police Committee

The council reviewed the May police report.  Engelstad asked if the City could look into placing a flashing stop sign in on the corner of N 8th Street and Elm Ave.  Kazandjian will look into the price of flashing stop signs and report back next month.
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

Mathew Faulkner attended the meeting to ask if he was contractually obligated to to contract with Cofer Sanitation.  Kautzman explained that Cofer Sanitation is the only service allowed in the City of New Salem. 
Building Committee

Margi Engelter made application for a zoning change request of her property.
NEW SALEM PROPER LOTS 16, 17, 18, BLOCK 14, SECTION 21, T139N-R85W OF THE 5TH P.M., IN CITY OF NEW SALEM FROM COMMERCIAL (C-1) TO RESIDENTIAL (R-1)
Lausch moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the zoning change request for Margi Engelter from commercial to residential.  The final hearing for the zoning change request will be held July 1st at 6:30pm.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
A variance application was received from Alan Henke.  Gaebe explained Henke is building a new garage and doesn’t plan to build the new garage any closer to the property line than the old garage was, but the overhang will extend out closer than the required 5’ side yard allowance.  P. Goetzfridt moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the variance as presented.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Personal Committee
The council discussed pay increases for council and mayor positions.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to increase the mayor pay to $250/ regular meeting.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to increase special meeting pay to $37.50 for the mayor and $25.00 for the city council along with portfolio meeting pay at the same rate as special meetings.  Gaebe, Lausch, C. Goetzfridt, Moen voted aye, P. Goetzfridt abstained from the vote.   The motion carried.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to leave city council member pay at $100/meeting.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Shane Bennett was appointed as the new building inspector.  He will work with Meyer until the end of the month.

The council discussed the mayor vacancy.  If a petition is not filed within the 15 days of the vacancy, the council will appoint a council member to fill the unexpired term until the next election.

Ordinance Committee

The council reviewed the event permit and ordinance relating to musical, recreational and other public events.
