Kautzman moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the June 10th, 2024 city council minutes and the June 20th and July 1st  special meeting minutes with the change of P. Goetzfridt abstaining from the council/mayor pay increase for special meeting and portfolio meetings on the June 10th regular meeting.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Water &Sewer Committee

Norton presented an award recommendation for the priority 6 project which will be completed in 2025.
