Gaebe called the meeting to order at 5:30pm.

Minutes

C. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to approve the July 8th, 2024 city council minutes and the July 18th special meeting minutes as presented.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Mathew Morgan is seeking sewer service at his property at 208 East Oak Ave.  The council agreed last month to cover $8000 to have sewer stubbed in since it was overlooked in the 2019 utility and street project.  Morgan came requesting that the city complete and pay for the street repair for stubbing in the sewer service.  Kautzman moved and Moen seconded to add the street repair to next year’s priority 6 project and the city will pay for the work.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Norton updated the council on upcoming projects.  The contracts for the chip seal project have been returned and the work is set to be complete in August.  Crow River construction contract are currently under review by the city attorney, USDA, and the DOT.  Once they are received back in good standing we can issue the notice to proceed and materials can be ordered.  The lagoon project sludge sample results are in and we just need to find the property to spread it on.  Norton figures plans for the project can be completed fairly quickly and then the project will be able to be put out on bids.  
Water &Sewer Committee

Davis presented the Resolution for the Award of the Sale of Temporary Financing for the priority 6 project.  Moen moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to award the temporary financing to Security First Bank at 4.25%.  All voting aye, the motion carried. 
Street Committee

C. Goetzfridt stated that there have been vehicles driving through the barricades on N 9th between Oak and Elm and south of the pool by the drainage ditch and the new skating rink.  C. Goetzfridt got a quote for $1700 from Peterson Fencing to put up better barricades to deter vehicles from entering those areas, although Goetzfridt stated a few more posts may need to be purchased.   C. Goetzfridt moved and Kautzman seconded to have Peterson Fencing complete the necessary work up to $2000 in all 4 areas.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Auditorium Committee

Moen presented an estimate in the amount of $5169.10 for flooring in the storage room addition at the auditorium.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Kautzman seconded to allow Moen to purchase the flooring of his discretion up to $5200 and to purchase the flooring that would be the most cost effective to install to save money on installation fees.  All voting aye, the motion carried. 
Police Committee

The council reviewed the July police report.
Personal Committee
The council reviewed the city works report.  The council was not in favor of purchasing flashing solar powered stop signs for the intersection of 8th and Oak due to the high costs and the current signs are completely visible as they are currently displayed.  
Boehm stated that the city is in need of a new PTO mower and presented several estimates.  Boehm stated they can make it though the rest of the year with the current one but he wants to council to consider replacement before next spring.
City works is in need of fire hydrant meters with backflow prevention on them.  Kautzman stated that backflow preventers could be added to the city’s current hydrant meters.  City works will look into the backflow prevention kits.  
Boehm informed the council that city works went to turn on water at 520 Main Ave and water came bubbling out of the curb stop and they do not believe the service lines were connected in last summer’s 6th Street project.  The original water lines came in on Main Avenue, but the curb stop was covered with concrete many years ago.  Norton stated that the owner told the contractor that if the water/sewer lines could not be found on Main Avenue just to stub in water/sewer on 6th street and that is what the contractor did.     
Building Committee

The council discussed with City Attorney, Scott Solem, adding mobile, modular, and manufactured home definitions to our ordinances.  Solem also brought up the lack of a defined process of conditional use permitting.  Solem will work with Planning and Zoning on adding these definitions and processes to our ordinances.   

Ordinance Committee

Lausch moved and  C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the council/mayor pay resolution as presented.  Kautzman, Moen, Olsen, Lausch and C. Goetzfridt voted aye, P. Goetzfridt abstained.  The motion carried.
Old Business

Gaebe presented estimates for both a skid steer and loader lease and purchase from RDO.  Gaebe felt it was good to get an idea of these prices for future budget planning.  The council agreed to take a look at other company prices and to continue to watch for good used equipment as well.
New Business

Gaebe presented a donation request from Old Red Trail.  Kautzman moved and Moen seconded to approve a $500 donation.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Davis presented a donation request from the Betterment Committee for a Welcome to New Salem sign.  After some discussion it died for a lack of a motion. 
P. Goetzfridt requested that the city have a 6pm siren.  P. Goetzfridt moved and Olsen seconded to approve sounding a 6pm siren.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Consent Agenda
Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to approve the consent agenda, all voting aye, the motion carried.
