REGULAR MEETING

Minutes

Hoffmann moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the minutes from the February 14th meeting as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Hearing of Visitors

Darrell Itrich and Milton Grube came to the meeting to inquire about the possible zoning change request for the empty lots on Birch and 6th Avenue.  Wessels informed them that the actual application for the zoning change request has not been filled out so at this time there is not a hearing scheduled to discuss the issue further.  The process to acquire a zone change is first a recommendation from the planning and zoning board, an application must then be completed, all adjoining landowners must be notified of the zoning change possibility and a hearing will be scheduled.  
Lance Schmidt from Midcontinent Communications came to the meeting to further discuss the contract renewal with the city.  Schmidt informed the board that the Midcontinent attorney did not feel comfortable with changing the “25 home” requirement for line expansion to “25 location”.  The council voiced concern with Midcontinent wording in the contract and also voiced  concern with their unwillingness to compromise.  The council is working very hard to encourage development in our area  and it is believed that Midcontinent is an important part of the equations when encouraging people to develop. Schmidt will take back the councils concerns and report back to the next meeting.  A Young moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the first reading of the ordiance to approve the Midcontinent ///////////////////////
Street Committee
 Kautzman informed the board that a new snow bucket may need to be purchased for the new loader.  Fuchs will find prices and bring them to the council for further discussion. 
Auditorium Committee

Wessels informed the board that the auditorium remodel is complete.  The air conditioner will be installed this spring when the snow is melted.  Hoffmann moved and Bader seconded to have a final walkthrough with all contractors involved in this project before the final bills are paid, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Fitterer asked for clarification of who took on the responsibility of replacing the front auditorium sign.  It is Kautzman’s understanding that the Community Betterment Committee was looking into it.  Fitterer will discuss it with the Betterment Committee about moving forward with the project.  

Wessels presented the board with a bill from Braun Electric with extra repairs that were done outside of the original remodel project.  Several wires were rerouted after a wall was removed in the basement for the new furnace, the lights and fans in the bathroom were replaced, bulbs were replaced in the gym and the emergency lights by the exits were replaced because they were not working.  Gloria Klusmann is working on installing kick board, crown molding and trim around the gym mural and has also discussed replacing some of the lighting.  It is unclear if these funds would come from the city or the money donated for the mural updates.  Hoffmann move and Young seconded to table the issues until the April meeting and invite Klusmann and Braun to the meeting to discuss the future projects.  
Sanitation and Garbage Committee
Fitterer inquired about the Betterment Committee depositing the straw bales used for winter decorations in the compost pile.  The board felt that it would be fine.  
Kautzman moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve the Community Betterment Committees annual city clean up day on May 14th, 2011, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Police Committee
Fitterer presented an unsigned letter from a New Salem resident concerning residential street parking issues.  The council reviewed the letter and want to inform the pubic that unless a complaint is filed or a letter is signed, nothing can be done to remedy the problem.  The local sheriffs’ and council cannot identify the problems without signed complaints.  
Personnel Committee

The board discussed organizing a check list for the auditorium custodians.  This would aid them in prioritizing what needs to be cleaned and how often.  A Young will work with Wessels and Fuchs to compose a list.  
The council briefly discussed employee issues and job performance and it was referred to the personnel committee.  

Hoffmann informed the board that he is going to work on his task analysis of the city superintendant position this month and will report back to the council when it is completed.  

A Young, on behalf of the personnel committee, informed the board that after review of the building inspectors performance, it is their recommendation that Ed Vogel be terminated from the Building Inspector position.  
Renaissance Zone Committee

Wessels asked the board to  review the strategic plan outline that was presented by Richard Moer.  A special meeting is set for March 22nd at 6:30 pm to review and finalize the Strategic Plan.  Fitterer is going to discuss the progress of the Renaissance Zone with J Young prior to the next meeting to coordinate the next meeting of the renaissance zone committee.  
Old Business

Wessels explained to the board that the city attorney reviewed the Midcontinent Communications contract and found no issues in the document.  The representatives from Midcontinent were unable to attend the meeting so the issue is tabled until they resume communication with the council.  

New Business

Kautzman moved and A Young seconded to approve the liquor transfer requests from The Field to the Auditorium on March 11th, from Sunset Inn to the Auditorium on May 28th , July 9th and July 2nd, all voting yes the motion passed.   

Kautzman moved and Hoffmann  seconded to approve the renewal of CD #52202, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Schaaf moved and Bader seconded to approve the gaming permit application from the American Legion, all voting yes the motion passed.
Hoffman  moved and A Young seconded to approve the bills as presented and table payment to ACI #9313, all voting yes the motion passed.
