  Auditorium Remodeling
Clay Schutz came to the council to discuss the city’s furnace.  There is a separate furnace that heats the front offices and conference room.  It is over forty years old and not running efficiently anymore.  There are only two cold air returns in the entire area and the duct work is not large enough to handle the current air velocity and/or any future cooling system.  The vents need to be moved to underneath the new windows to increase efficiency.  Schulz feels that a new system would pay for itself in six years.  
J Young feels the building is a public facility that is used from everything from weddings to local organization meetings.  He feels that it is the city’s responsibility to maintain the building to the best of our abilities for the communities future.  A Young fells that it is best to do it all now so that it does not cost the city more in the future.  
Wessels explained that she had spoke with Gary Hoffmann and although he was unable to attend the meeting he wanted it voiced that he feels the current system would be adequate if the boiler/radiators were reinstalled in the office areas.  

Schulz explained that the city had many options for repair and replacement of the current system.  To replace the furnace with a new energy efficient system, re run all duct work, replace and enlarge vents and increase the cold air returns would cost approximately $17000.  This would include an air conditioner.  There is going to be an additional cost for any electrical costs.  The board asked that he bring an estimate with electrical costs to the Monday regular meeting.  Schaaf moved and Bader seconded to approve the furnace replacement, ductwork and air-conditioner for up to $17,000.00, all voting yes the motion passed.  

New Business
A Young moved and J Young seconded to approve the rent exemption request from the Community Betterment committee and Women’s Life for a German dinner at the City Auditorium on March 5th and 6th, all voting yes the motion passed.
The board decided to hold the March, April and May meetings on the first Monday of the month to accommodate Bader’s work schedule.  
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
