Minutes

A Young moved and Bader seconded to approve the minutes from the Special  meeting  on April 25th as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the minutes from the April 4th regular council, meeting, all voting yes the motion passed.
Visitors

Tom Wolff came to the board with concerns about his neighboring property owner and the accumulation of cars in their property.  This issue was addressed last year by the council and it seems to be recurring.  There is also a concern about Travis Peterson’s use of raw fuel and the safety issues it may bring up.  A Young moved and Bader seconded to have Wessels send Peterson a letter refereeing to the ordinance that he is in violation of and giving him until the next council meeting to rectify it, all voting yes the motion passed. 
7pm Equalization Meeting  
Mayor Fitterer called the board of equalization meeting to order at 7pm.
Pat Salazar and Steve Villness came to the meeting with concerns about the value assessment of their property.  They feel there are many structural issues that devalue their home.  Samuel explained that with they have a right to file for an tax abatement if the lawsuit determines their property is devalued due to structural issues.  Leon Samuel presented 2011’s tax information to the City Council.  Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the 2011’s tax information, evaluations and adjustments as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.  
8pm CHS rezoning hearing
Wessels presented the board with CHS’s completed application for a rezoning of the Southwest Quarter of Section 22, Township 139, Range, 85 of Morton County.  Less 2.42A RD and 1.39 RD and Lots AA-A-B & C 144.73 acres more or less,from Agricultural to Commercial.  All of the appropriate and required paperwork has been completed.   Jim Neidhardt questioned CHS about the rezoning and if it would change the zoning of his adjoining property and they informed him that it wouldn’t.  Alan Henke had questions about who the actual property owner is and he was informed that it was CHS.  Mike Aubol had concerns about traffic flow and road maintenance.  CHS representatives informed  him and the board the traffic flow would be directed to the new entrance off of Highway 10 and that the roads would be built to Morton County specifications.  A Young moved and Bader seconded to approve the zoning change of Southwest Quarter of Section 22, Township 139, Range, 85 of Morton County.  Less 2.42A RD and 1.39 RD and Lots AA-A-B & C 144.73 acres more or less, from Agricultural to Commercial, all voting yes the motion passed unanimously.
Water and Sewer Committee

Wessels discussed the recent water issue that occurred behind the historical society in North Park.  The historical society had large amounts of water running under their buildings and filling up some of the buildings as well.  Clay’s Plumbing dug up the water line to the fairboard thinking there was a leak in the line but Fuchs and Schulz determined that the water was not coming from the city water system.  It has been determined that it may be coming from a spring and cannot be stopped but may slow down after some time.  Wessels and Fuchs are still determining who will be responsible for the excavation bill. 
Street Committee

The board discussed the 2011 street repairs.  The board approved chip sealing 12 city blocks for 2011 in 2011 and agreed implement the previously approved repairs and chip sealing.  A Young asked that the street committee contact an engineer to analyze our streets for future improvements and maintenance schedules.  The Street committee agreed and will work on that.  
A Young informed the council that the area behind the ambulance hall is becoming difficult to drive on because of the mud.  The board agreed to have Fuchs spread gravel in the area to ensure the ambulances can get out.  

Auditorium Committee

Wessels informed the board that the NS Community Betterment Committee wants to move forward with finding a sign for the front of the auditorium.  The board agreed to have them find a sign but asked that they bring ideas to the board before they move forward with a purchase.  

The board reviewed the job itemizations from Calvin and Audrey Bauer.  From the outline it is obvious that the Bauer’s spend a good portion of their time on the floors.  The city Auditorium is almost completely booked until the beginning of September and the board discussed hiring part-time/seasonal help to clean the bathrooms to help the Bauer’s.  J Young moved and A Young seconded to approve the advertising of a part-time/seasonal employee, all voting yes the motion passed.  The personal committee will look into all applicants for the position.  

Sanitation and Garbage Committee

Wessels ask the board to make some decisions concerning the implementation of the new Transfer Station plan.  Wessels explained that she has ordered the bins for the clean up day and would like the transfer station plan to begin the following week.  She has ordered the bins and spoke with Fuchs and Cofer regarding the date and they felt it would be fine.  Wessels also advertised for the part-time position at the Transfer Station and read the one letter of interest that was received from Kevin Kramer.  J Young moved and A Young seconded to approve the hiring of Kramer for the Transfer Station position, all voting yes the motion passed.  Wessels will contact Kramer and confirm his hiring and the board decided that Fuchs will be in charge of working with Kramer to run the Transfer Station according to the new specifications.  
Personnel Committee

The board reviewed the three applications for the city building inspector position, it was referred to the personnel committee for review and they will bring their recommendation to the June council meeting.  

The city did not receive any applications for City Emergency Manager position so the personnel committee discuss possible candidates and bring their suggestions to the June Council meeting.  

Renaissance Committee

Richard Mower presented the board with the final draft of the New Salem Strategic Plan.  Wessels thanked Mower for all of his hard work on this project and complimented him on a job well done.  A Young moved and Bader seconded to adapt and enact the New Salem Strategic Plan as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.  

New Business

A Young moved and Bader seconded to approve the renewal of CD # 52296, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Kautzman moved and Bader seconded to approve the game site authorization from the American Wildlife Foundation for Sunset Inn, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Schaaf moved and Bader seconded to approve the pledge of securities as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.

Kautzman moved and Bader seconded to approve the liquor transfer from The Field to the City Auditorium on May 7th, 4 voting yes and J Young voted no, the motion passed.

Bader moved and A Young seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
