Minutes

Schaaf moved and Young seconded to approve the minutes from the August 8th council meeting with a correction, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Appointment
Mayor Lynette Fitterer appointed Pat Fleckenstein to the part time council member term for the New Salem Council.  
Lift Station and Lagoon update
The council met to discuss the functions of the new lift station meant to service the New Salem’s North side businesses.  Gary Braun explained that it is possible for the lift station to lose electricity or malfunction possibly causing sewage to back up into businesses hooked onto the line.  Brian Eisman explained that he is currently looking into getting an alarm system that would call several numbers the moment the lift station would stop working for any reason.  He is also going to speak with the USDA about reimbursing the city for the cost of rewiring the generator so that it can be used to power the lift station in a power outage.  Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to have Eisman get bids for the generator rewiring and alarm system, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Eisman is working with General Irrigation on fixing the pump at the lagoon system and hopes to have a solution by the October meeting.  

Clays Plumbing recently hooked Road Warrior Express to the new sewer line and Clint Feland submitted a bill for the excess time it took them to find the sewer line.  Fuchs and Wessels are to invite Feland to the next meeting to discuss the bill further and find who is liable to for the bill.  

Gregor Boreen discussed his concerns about the lift station due to his recent problems with the system due to it not functioning.  Sewage backed into his basement.

Boreen also discussed his problems with the ditch grade in front of his business.  After the installation of the sewer line he feels that the water does not run out of the culverts and instead remains stagnant in the ditch.  Boreen would like to know who is responsible to correct the grade in the ditch.  Fuchs explained that it is a county road and the county says that it is the responsibility of the business or resident that installs the driveways to maintain the ditches.    
108 Main Street Dangerous Building Hearing
The board discussed the condition of the home on 108 Main Street with the owner Cindy Klatt.  The home has been determined to be dangerous and unsafe to live in.  Klatt informed the council that she is selling the lot and will not be fixing the home up.  Schaaf moved and Young seconded to condemn the home and that it is to be demolished, all voting yes the motion passed.  The council informed Klatt that they want to ensure that she has a safe home to reside in before she has to move so she was given until November 30th to leave the property but if she needed more time the issue could be revisited. The council’s main concern is the safety and health of Klatt and her family.  
Schaaf moved and Fleckenstein seconded to advertise for bids of the house demolition, all voting yes the motion passed.  
208 North 6th Street Dangerous Building Hearing

A building inspection report from Wolff was presented to the board concerning the property at 208 North 6th Street.  The property 
is found to have considerable black mold growth, no working heating system, plumbing or water heater, an unstable foundation allowing water to run in, rodent infestation from broken doors and window and the garage’s roof is caving in.  Wolff’s findings are that the building is dangerous and inhabitable.   Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the report as presented and moved to a demolition hearing scheduled for the tenth of October, 2011, all voting yes the motion passed.  Young moved and Schaaf seconded to board up the property to stop trespassers from entering the home and to stop any other entrance into the home, all voting yes the motion passed.  Wolff and Wessels will board the home up this week.  
Bid Opening-House Demolition of 211 North 2nd Street
Two bids for the demolition and removal of the property at 211 North 2nd Street.  Clint Feland for $8000 and $7888 from Tazco LLC. Schaaf moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the bid from Tazco LLC, all voting yes the motion passed.  The council asked the Wessels to give Tazco thirty days to demolish and remove the debris.  Wessels will have Tazco sign a contract for liability and his responsibility for any street damage.  
Water and Sewer Committee

Wessels presented the board with the $7739.22 of adjustments to the water billing due to incorrect meter readings, entries and faulty meters.  Young moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the $7739.22 of water billing adjustments, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Wessels informed the board that Albert Winkler’s meter was replaced because of an unusually large usage and the board agreed to watch next quarter’s billing and adjust the bill if it is indeed the meter that was reading the water usage incorrectly.  
Street Committee

Tom Wolff discussed a proposal to fix the drainage problem with the alley behind Gordy Davis’s home.  The council and Fuchs looked over the proposal and decided that Wolff and Fuchs needed to go the site and come up with a plan to bring to the next meeting.  
Auditorium Committee

The board was presented with a letter from Tamara Kautzman concerning candle use at the auditorium.  She feels that if the candles are used in a safe manner that the council should reconsider their ban of candle use in the building.  The letter also gives a sample contract agreement for the auditorium that would specify how the candles would safely be used.  Her concern is that it would hurt the auditorium rentals because most if not all wedding party’s use candles in decorating.  The board decided to table the issue until Wessels can get more information from other rental facilities on their policies.  
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

Wessels informed the board that the city is now being charged ten dollars for the disposal of television sets by the Bismarck landfill.  The board agreed to begin charging the residents ten dollars for the disposal of all televisions.  
Fuchs informed the board that he has advertised a notice that trees are to be trimmed so as not to impede the city equipment and the garbage truck on streets and alleys.  

Personnel Committee
Linda Morris, the county tax assessor came to the board at the request of Wessel’s to discuss replacing Leon Samuel as the city assessor.  She will be working with other small communities in our area as well and is asking for $2000.00 per year for her services.  Mayor Lynette Fitterer appointed Linda Morris as New Salem’s Tax assessor.  Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the salary of $2000.00/year for the new assessor, all voting yes the motion passed.  
The board discussed the different duties expected out of the auditorium janitorial personnel.  Hoffmann and Fitterer will sit down with all of the janitorial staff and discuss the duties and responsibility they have as employees.  
 Building Committee
Tom Wolff, City Building Inspector, presented the board with the month’s building inspector report.  
Jan Joppru came to the board requesting a building variance of four feet to add a garage to her property at 407 N 6th Street.  Schaaf moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the four feet building variance at 407 N 6th Street, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Gordan Davis came to the board to request the permission to build a shop on the vacant lots 23 and 24 of block 23 New Salem Proper.  This building will not be commercial use and will be built with enough room for a home on the lot in the future.  Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to allow the building of the shop for personal use, all voting yes the motion passed. 
Renaissance Committee

Richard Mower presented the board with their approval letter for New Salem’s Renaissance Zone and congratulated the council on the accomplishment.  
Mower also presented the board with an opportunity to be part of an allocation of funds from the United States Treasury department.  This would give local businesses the opportunity to access these funds for loans.  This is a large opportunity for our community with no cost or obligations from the city.  Kautzman moved and Young seconded to approve the application of the SSBCI funds, all voting yes the motin passed.  
New Business

Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the gaming permit application for the NS Golf course and St Pius Church, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Schaaf moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the 2012 New Salem Budget as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Schaaf moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.  .
